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ENFORCEMENT PROCEEDINGS 

REGISTRATION OF A.R. BARON & CO., INC. AS A BROKER-DEALER REVOKED 

The Commission entered an Order Instituting Proceedings, Making
Findings and Imposing Remedial Sanctions as to A.R. Baron & Co.,
Inc. (Baron). The Order revokes the registration of Baron as a 
broker-dealer pursuant to Section 15(b) of the Securities Exchange
Act of 1934 (Exchange Act). The Order finds that Baron willfully
violated section 17(a) of the Securities Act of 1933 and Sections 
7(c), 9(a) (2), 9(a) (4), 10(b) and 15(c) (1) of the Exchange Act and 
Rules 10b-5 and 15cl-2 thereunder and Regulation T promulgated by
the Federal Reserve Board. without admitting or denying the 
findings contained in the Order, Baron, through its trustee for the 
liquidation of the business of Baron, consented to the entry of the 
Order. The Commission today also entered an Order dismissing Baron 
from cease-and-desist proceedings pending against Baron, Andrew 
Bressman and Roman Okin (Admin. Proc. File No. 3-9010). (ReI. 34
37831) 

ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDING INSTITUTED AGAINST ANDREW BRESSMAN, ROMAN OKIN,
RICHARD ACOSTA, RICHARD SIMONE, BURTON BLANK, MARK GOLDMAN AND JACK 
WOLYNEZ 

The Commission instituted public administrative proceedings as to 
Andrew Bressman, Roman Okin, Richard Acosta, Richard Simone and Mark 
Goldman alleging that they committed fraud in violation of the 
securities laws and as to Goldman, Burton Blank and Jack Wolynez
alleging that they failed reasonably to supervise persons subject to 
their supervision. The Commission alleges that Bressman, Okin and 
Acosta willfully violated section 17(a) of the Securities Act of 
1933 (Securities Act) and Sections 9(a) (2), 9(a) (4) and 10(b) of the 
Securities Exchange Act of 1934 (Exchange Act) and Rule 10b-5 
thereunder, and willfully aided and abetted and caused violations of 
Sections 7 (c) and 15 (c)(1) of the Exchange Act and Rule 15cl-2 
thereunder and Regulation T promulgated by the Federal Reserve 
Board; Simone willfully violated section 17(a) of the Securities Act 
and Section 10(b) of the Exchange Act and Rule 10b-5 thereunder; and 
Goldman willfully violated sections 9(a) (2) and 10(b) of the 
Exchange Act and Rule 10b-5 thereunder, and willfully aided and 
abetted and caused violations of section 15(c) (1) of the Exchange
Act and Rule 15cl-2 thereunder. The Commission alleges that Blank,
Goldman and Wolynez failed reasonably to supervise persons subject 



to their supervision and to detect and prevent the manipulative
conduct and repeated and numerous sales abuses. The administrative 
proceeding will determine whether remedial action is appropriate
under: section 8A of the securities Act and sections 15(b)(6),
19(h), 21B and 21C of the Exchange Act as to Bressman, Okin, Acosta, 
Simone and Goldman: and Sections 15(b)(6), 19(h) and 21B of the 
Exchange Act as to Blank and Wolynez. (ReI. 34-37832) 

CAMBRIDGE BIOTECH CORPORATION ORDERED TO CEASE AND DESIST 

The Commission today announced the issuance of an Order instituting
public administrative proceedings pursuant to Section 8A of the 
Securities Act and Section 21C of the Exchange Act against Cambridge 
Biotech Corporation (CBC) , a biopharmaceutical company headquartered 
in Worcester, Massachusetts. The Order finds that, between June 
1991 and December 1992, CBC improperly recognized revenue on nine 
sales and license transactions. These transactions were structured 
by CBC's former Chief Executive Officer, who was terminated in May
1994, and CBC's former Chief Financial Officer, who resigned in June 
1993. The transactions included shipments of product with no 
expectation of payment, premature recognition of license fee 
revenues, and use of corporate funds to resolve outstanding
receivables by making it appear that CBC had purchased unrelated 
goods and services, when in fact CBC had simply "bought" its own 
product back. CBC thereby materially overstated revenue and net 
income in 1991 and 1992. CBC consented to the issuance of an Order 
that it cease and desist from further violations of the antifraud,
corporate reporting, and books and re~ords provisions of the federal 
securities laws. (ReI. 34-37833: 33-7358: AAE ReI. 843) 

NIR KANTOR PERMANENTLY BARRED FROM ASSOCIATION WITH ANY BROKER, DEALER,
INVESTMENT COMPANY, INVESTMENT ADVISER, OR MUNICIPAL SECURITIES DEALER 

The Commission announced that October 17 it issued an Order 
Instituting Public Proceedings Pursuant to Sections 15(b) (6) of the 
Securities Exchange Act of 1934 and Findings and Order of the 
Commission against Nir Kantor. 

In the order the Commission found that Kantor, who was associated 
with Bankers Trust Securities Corporation, a registered broker 
dealer, on September 12 1996 was permanently enjoined by the United 
States District Court for the Southern District of New York from 
violating Sections 10(b) and 14(e) of the Exchange Act and Rules 
10b-5 and 14e-3 promulgated thereunder. The Commission permanently
barred Kantor from association with any broker, dealer, investment 
company, investment adviser, or municipal securities dealer. Kantor 
consented to the entry of the Order without admitting or denying the 
findings, except that he admitted to jurisdiction and the entry of 
the injunction. (Rel. 34-37834) 

COMMISSION SUSTAINS NASD DISCIPLINARY ACTION AGAINST LARRY KLEIN 

The Commission has sustained disciplinary action against Larry Ira 
Klein of Oakland, California. The NASD had found that Klein made 
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material misstatements and omitted to state material facts in 
connection with the sale of securities to three customers, in 
violation of Article III, Section 1 of the NASD's Rules of Fair 
Practice (Rules). It also had found that Klein made unsuitable 
recommendations to these customers, in violation of Article III,
sections 1 and 2 of the Rules. The NASD had censured Klein, fined 
him $150,000, and suspended him in all capacities for six months. 

The Commission determined that each of the three customers involved 
in this proceeding had limited resources, was reinvesting funds that 
previously had been invested in certificates of deposit or a tax-
deferred retirement fund, and wanted "good quality" or "safe" 
investments. The Commission concluded that Klein failed to inform 
each customer about the risks associated with the securities he was 
recommending and that Klein made material misstatements to two of 
the customers concerning the safety of the recommended securities. 
The Commission further concluded that, in light of each customer's 
financial situation and needs, it clearly was inappropriate for 
Klein to recommend that they purchase high-yield debt securities or 
shares in a high-yield bond fund, investments "carrying greater risk 
than any of [these customers] reasonably could shoulder." (ReI. 34
37835) 

TEMPORARY RESTRAINING ORDER FREEZES ASSETS OF MICHAEL JONSSON AND 
OBJECTIVE INVEST HOLDING S.A. 

The Commission today announced that on October 17 Senior Judge
Mil ton Pollack of the Southern District of New York issued a 
Temporary Restraining Order in this insider trading case against
defendants Michael Jonsson and objective Invest Holding S.A. (OIH)
and their agents, that, among other things, froze the defendants' 
assets. 

In its complaint, the Commission alleged that Jonsson, at the time 
an officer of Olicom A/S, and OIH, a Luxembourg corporation whose 
trading Jonsson controlled, effected illegal transactions in 
Olicom's common stock and put options through two Luxembourg banks 
while in possession of material, nonpublic information concerning
Olicom's expected operating loss and the impending public
announcement relating thereto, which occurred on April 2, 1996. It 
is alleged that defendants avoided losses of approximately $88,000
by selling 28,000 shares of Olicom stock, and reaped a profit of 
approximately $99,000 through the exercise of the 800 put options 
and accompanying transactions in Olicom's common stock. The 
Commission is seeking injunctive relief, disgorgement with 
prejudgment interest thereon, and civil penalties. [SEC v. Michael 
Jonsson and Objective Invest Holding S.A., Civil Action No. 96-7867 
(RO) SDNY] (LR-15126) 

INVESTMENT COMPANY ACT RELEASES 
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MORGAN STANLEY & CO. INCORPORATED


An order has been issued on an application filed by Morgan Stanley
& Co. Incorporated (Morgan Stanley) under Section 6 (c) of the 
Investment Company Act exempting the AJL PEPS Trust and certain 
future trusts for which Morgan Stanley will serves as a principal
underwriter (New Trusts) from sections 12(d) (1) and 14(a) of the 
Act, and under section 17(b) of the Act exempting Morgan Stanley and 
the New Trusts from Section 17(a) of the Act. The order would (a)
permi t other registered investment companies to own a greater
percentage of the total outstanding voting stock (PEPS) of each 
trust than that permitted by section 12(d) (1), (b) exempt the New 
Trusts from the initial net worth requirements of section 14(a), and 
(c) permit the New Trusts to purchase U.S. government securities 
from Morgan Stanley at the time of a New Trust's initial issuance of 
PEPS. (ReI. IC-22284 - October 16) 

DAILY MONEY FUND, ET AL. 

An order has been issued on an application filed by Daily Money
Fund, et ale under Section 6(c) of the Investment Company Act for an 
exemption from Section 12 (d)(1) (a) (ii) of the Act and Rule 2a
7(c) (4) (i) and (ii) thereunder, under Sections 6(c) and 17(b)
granting an exemption from section 17(a), and Rule 17d-1 permitting
certain transactions in accordance with section 17(d) and Rule 17d
1. The order permits certain investment companies to purchase
shares of affiliated investment companies for cash management
purposes and permits the investment companies to engage in certain 
transactions with each other. (ReI. IC-22285 - October 16) 

THE PILOT FUNDS, ET AL. 

An order has been issued on an application filed by The Pilot Funds,
et al., under Section 17(b) of the Investment Company Act for an 
exemption from Section 17(a) of the Act. The order permits four 
series of The pilot Funds to acquire all of the assets and assume 
all of the stated liabilities of six series of FUNDS IV Trust. 
(ReI. IC-22286 - October 16)
