Under the new rules, authority i8 delegated to issue orders 
scheduling hearings on requests for confidential treatment of material filed with registrat ion stateaents 
and reports under the Securit ies Act am .the Secur Lt iea Exchange Act, and to deny such requests in certain 
cases; to deny certain applications for extensions of time within which to file certain documents or reports
under the Exchange Act; to deny requests for extensions of time for mailing of certain reports to stock
holders and the filing of registration ststements and reports under the Investment Company Act; to issue 
orders for private investigations pertaining to proxy contests and tender offers; to grant staff motions 
to discontinue administrative proceedings against particular respondents in certain limited situations; and 
to grant requests for submission of late or additional briefs or acceptance of other materials in adminis
trative proceedings. 

FLEMING-JONES REVOKED. The SEC today announced the issuance of s decision under the Securlties

Exchange Act (Re lease 34-8513) revoking the broker-dealer registrat ion of Fleming-Jones Securit ies, Inc.,
