SEC ORDER CITES HAC ROBBINS 6. CO. 

The Securities and Exchange Commissi.on has ordered proceedings under the Securities Exchange
Act of 1934 to determine whether Mac Robbins 6. Co., Inc., 26 Journal Square, Jersey City. N. J•• its 
president. Mac Robbins, and ten Robbins 6. Co. salesmen, defrauded investors in connection with their 
offer and sale of Sports Arenas (Del.), Inc., stock and, if so, whether the broker-dealer registration
of Robbins 6. Co. should be revoked. 

An initial hearing will be held before the Commission on February 27, 1959. at 2:30 p. M., 
for the purpose of taking evidence on the question whether, pending further hearings and final de
termination on the question of revocation of registration, it is necessary or appropriate in the 
public interest or for the protection of investors to suspend Robbins 6. Co.'s registration. 

According to the Commission's order, information developed in an investigation conducted 
by its staff, if true, tends to show that Robbins 6. Co., Robbins, and the ten salesmen offered and 
sold Sports Arenas stock by means of false and misleading representations or omissions of material 
fact and that they "engaged in acts, practices, and a course of business which operated as a fraud 
and deceit" upon purchasers of such stock. The misrepresentations and omissions related. among other 
things, to the future market price of Sports Arenas stock; profits, earnings and dividends on Sports
Arenas stock; a prospective Sports Arenas stock split and the prospective listing of its shares on 
the American Stock Exchange; the availability of Sports Arenas stock and extension of credit to Sports 
Arenas by American Nachine and Foundry Co.

Ptonongahela Power Company, 1310 Fairmont Ave., Fairmont, W, Va,, f i l e d  a r e g i s t r a t i o n  s t a t e -  
m n t  ( F i l e  2-14763) w i th  t he  SEC on February 20, 1959, seeking r e g i s t r a t i o n  of $16,000,000 o f  F i r s t  
Pbrtgage Bonds, S e r i e s  due 1984, t o  be o f f e r e d  f o r  pub l i c  s a l e  a t  compet i t ive  bidding. 

The company w i l l  apply the  ne t  proceeds of  t h e  bond s a l e ,  t oge the r  w i t h  i ts cash  r e sou rce s  
and about  $6,000,000 from t h e  s a l e  o f  a d d i t i o n a l  common s tock  t o  its paren t  i n  1960, t o  c a r r y  ou t  its 
cons t ruc t i on  program. Cons t ruc t ion  expendi tures  f o r  1959 and 1960 a r e  es t imated  a t  $36,000,000.

T h o r n c l i f f e  Park Limited, P o s t a l  S t a t i o n  R, Toronto, Ontar io,  f i l e d  a  r e g i s t r a t i o n  st I 
merit ( F i l e  2-14764) w i t h  t h e  SEC on February 20, 1959, seeking r e g i s t r a t i o n  of $4,000,000 (Canad @ an) 
of  Sinking Fund Debentures, S e r i e s  A, due March 1, 1974, and 80,000 sha re s  of common stock.  It is 
proposed t o  o f f e r  t he se  s e c u r i t i e s  f o r  pub l i c  s a l e  i n  u n i t s ,  each c o n s i s t i n g  of $1,000 of  debentures  
and 20 cormon shares .  The i n t e r e s t  r a t e  on t h e  debentures ,  t he  pub l i c  o f f e r i n g  p r i c e  of t h e  u n i t s  
and t h e  underwr i t ing  terms a r e  t o  be suppl ied  by amendment. Bache & Co. i s  l i s t e d  a s  t h e  p r i n c i p a i  
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underwriter. 

Organized in 1955, the company acquired some 390 acres of land located about five miles 
from downtown Toronto, largely consisting of the site of the former Thorncliffe Race Track. Most of 
its activities have been in connection with the formulation of plans for development and the related 
negotiations with the various municipal and Provincial authorities; and it has formulated a plan of 
development which provides for the construction of a community consisting of apartment buildings, a 
ehopping centre, commercial buildings and light industrial facilities, as well as a school, churches 
and a recreational area. The company proposes to construct bui,ldings in the development and to 
lease apartments, commercial and industrial buildings and retail store space to tenants. It has not 
yet commenced construction of any buildings, although three six-story apartment buildings located on 
land sold by the company have been built by others and are partially occupied, two more are well ad
vanced in construction, and work has begun on a sixth. 

After the sale of its securities the company expects to be in a financial position to begin 
its construction program. It expects to finance construction of buildings largely through mortgage 
borrowing. The total purchase price of the land was $3,665,000. Of this amount, the company paid
$565,000 in cash and gave a 4% purchase money mortgage for the halance. This mortgage had been re
duced to $1,926,278 as of December 31, 1958. In December 1958, the Company and the mortgagee entered 
into an agreement under which the Company paid the mortgagee $25,000 and was granted an option to 
pay and discharge the mortgage at any time prior to ~~rch 15, 1959 by payment of an additional 
$1,701,278, plus accrued interest. In order to assure the Company of being able to exercise such 
option, Bache & 00. has entered into an agreement with the Company, dated February 5, 1959, providing 
for a loan by Bache & Co. to the Company in an amount sufficient to enable the Company to exercise 
such option. The agreement provides that the loan will be secured by an assignment of said mortgage
or by a new mortgage having similar terms. Approximately $1,734,000 of the net proceeds of the secu
rities offered hereby will be applied to repay such loan, which repayment will result in the dis
charge of the mortgage. Approximately $250,000 of such net proceeds will be used to retire all of 
the Company's current bank loans which have been incurred from time to time to provide funds to meet 
development and general administrative expenses. The remainder of the net proceeds will be used 88 
working capital for general corporate purposes. 

The company has outstanding 390,000 common shares. Bache & Co. is listed as the owner of 
32,000 shares (plus an additional 34,525 "of record" but not benefiCially); ano F. H. Deacon & Co. 
Limited, of Toronto is the record owner of 43,060 shares. The prospectus lists Leslie E. Blackwell 
as board chairman and D. Hubert Cox as president. 

OHIO POWER PROPOSES BOND OFFERING 

Ohio Power Company, 301 Cleveland Ave., S. W., Canton. 0., today filed a registration state
ment (File 2-14765) with the SEC seeking registration of $25,000,000 of First ~brtgage Bonds, Series 
due 1989, to be offered for public sale at competitive bidding. Net proceeds from the sale of the 
bonds and cash capital contributions of $14,000,000 by the parent, American Electric Power Company,
are to be applied to the prepayment, without premium, of then outstanding notes payable to banks, in 
a principal amount not exceeding $40,000,000, issued for construction purposes, and the balance will 
be used to pay for the cost of property additions and improvements. The company's 1959 construction 
program is estimated at $52,900,000.
