.r~uired to be set forth in the more complete prospectus required to be used in connection with the 
offering and la1e of such securities. It previously limited the use of summary prospectuses to com
panies which file annual and other periodic reports by reason of the fact that their securities are 
listed and registered on national securities exchanges. as well as to companies which have undertaken,
in connection with the prior registration of securities for public sale. to file periodic report.
keeping current the information contained in the registration statement. The amended ruLe permits
the use of summary prospectuses by certain other companies which do not file such reports but which 
meet certain standards as to size, earnings and the publication of reports. 

Under the amended rule. the use of summary prospectuses wouLd be permitted in the case of co~

panies having net assets of at least $5.000.000 which file profit and loss or income statements for


'a period of at least three full fiscal years and have engaged in substantially the same business

during such period. which have net income of at least $500.000 for each of the three years, and which

have distributed to stockholders and made available to the public generally an informative annual

report for each of its last three fiscal years. including a profit and loss or income statement and

appropriate statements of surplus for each year, and a baLance sheet as of the end of such year, all

prepared in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles and practices and certified

1n accordance with generally accepted auditing standards. The assets and earnings fiaures shall be

bated on consolidated financial statements if such statements are fiLed.
