The Judgment 
permanently enjoins and restrains IMS from failing to file timely, accurate and 
complete Annual and Quarterly Reports and Notifications of Late Filing. 

IMS is a Delaware corporation with offices in Torrance, California. According to its 
most recent Annual Report, IMS is in the business of manufacturing and marketing
computer hardware and software.
