selling large amounts of a relatively unknown security. The Report also examines 
conduct of the broker-dealers that became market makers for Laser Arms common stock 
without reviewing the information required by Rule lSc2-1l(a)(S) to determine whether 
they had been provided with all of the requisite information prior to publishing
quotations for the security.
