GLOBAL INCOME PLUS FUND 

Global Income Plus Fund, Inc. et al. have received a conditional order under Section 
6(c) of the Investment Company Act granting an exemption from the provisions of 
Section l2(d)(3) of the Act and Rule l2d3-l thereunder. The conditional order grants
this exemption to the extent necessary to permit applicants to invest in equity or 
convertible debt securities of foreign issuers that derived more than 15% of their 
gross revenues from their activities as a broker, dealer, underwriter, or investment 
adviser, provided such investments meet the conditions described in proposed amended 
Rule l2d3-l. (ReI. IC-18l63; International Series ReI. 273 - May 22) 

KEMPER SECURITIES GROUP 

A conditional order has been issued pursuant to Section 9(c) of the Investment Company
Act exempting Kemper Securities Group, Inc. (Kemper) from the provisions of Section 
9(a) of the Act to relieve Kemper from any ineligibility resulting from the employment 
of two individuals who are subject to injunctions in Commission enforcement actions.
