On June 13, the Commission amnounced the filing of a complaint in the U.S. District
Court for the District of Columbia against Ernst & Young, alleging that Ernst & Young,
the successor to Arthur Young & Co. (Arthur Young), caused and aided and abetted
violations of Sections 13(a) and 14(a) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 and
Rules 12b-20, 13a-1, l4a-3 and 1l4a-9. '

The complaint alleges that Arthur Young aided and abetted the filing by RepublicBank
Corp. (RepublicBank) and its successor, First RepublicBank Corp., of Forms 10-K for
1983 to 1988 and a 1987 proxy statement, variously, which were materially false and
misleading because Arthur Young was not independent as a result of, among other
things, over $5 million of loans from RepublicBank to certain Arthur Young partners
and at least $15.8 million of loans to tax shelter, real estate partnerships comprised
‘ of certain Arthur Young partners. The complaint also alleges that Ernst & Young aided
and abetted the filing by Cullum Companies, Inc. (Cullum) of a 1990 Form 10-K which
was materially false and misleading because Ernst & Young was not independent as a
result of lease transactions between Cullum and certain of the tax shelter
partnerships.
