1990 LOST AND STOLEN SECURITIES PROGRAM STATISTICS AVAILABLE ~ 

The 1990 aggregate dollar value of certificates reported as lost, stolen, missing o~ 
counterfeit under the Commission's Lost and Stolen Securities Program (Program)
totalled $2,593,031,073, a 21% increase from 1989. The data base, operated by the 
Securities Information Center (SIC), currently contains information on certificates 
with a reported value of approximately $18.4 billion. There was a 153% increase in 
the number of certificates inquired about that matched reports of lost, stolen,
missing or counterfeit securities, from 5,298 in 1989 to 13,418 in 1990. The dollar 
value of lost, stolen, missing or counterfeit securities matched with inquiries
through the Commission's Program in 1990 totalled $130,852,732, aI, 125% increase from 
the 1989 total of $10,681,680.
