Administrative Law Judge Jerome K. Soffer has issued an initial decision denying the 
accounting firm of Combellick, Reynolds & Russell, Inc., and Richard D. Angell and 
Raymond R. Russell, Jr. of Englewood, Colorado, two of the firm's principals, the 
privilege of appearing or practicing before the Commission in any way or from 
accepting or undertaking any new professional engagement which can be expected to 
result in filings, submissions or certifications with the Commission for a period of 
three months.
