The Commission approved a proposed rule change submitted by the National Association 
of Securities Dealers (SR-NASD-91-20) that amends the Interpretation of the Board of 
Governors -- Forwarding of Proxy and Other Materials, Article III, Section I, of the 
NASD's Rules of Fair Practice. The rule change creates a uniform standard of duty 
among NASD members to forward material to beneficial owners furnished by the NASDAQ 
company that is the issuer of the securities. The standard that has been adopted is 
currently embodied in New York Stock Exchange Rule 465. Upon implementation of the 
rule change, in addition to proxy material, annual reports and information statements 
previously required to be forwarded pursuant to NASD rules, members will also be 
required to forward copies of all other material being sent to stockholders. 
Publication of the proposal is expected in the Federal Register during the week of 
August 5.

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The Commission approved a proposed rule change filed under Rule 19b-4 by the American 
Stock Exchange (SR-AMEX-9l-04) to amend Section 110 of the Amex Company Guide in order 
to eliminate its alternate financial guidance for listing non-U.S. issuers and reduce 
its alternate distribution criteria for such companies.
