PERMANENT CEASE AND DESIST PROCEEDINGS ORDERED AGAINST STEPHEN REPLIN

The Commission instituted permanent cease and desist proceedings against Stephen D.
Replin. The Order instituting proceedings alleges that Replin violated the antifraud,
reporting and offering escrow provisions of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 and
. the antifraud provisions of the Securities Act of 1933. The alleged violations
occurred in connection with the initial public offering of the securities of Laur
Corporation, the S-1 registration statements of Laur’s seven subsidiaries and the
periodic reports of Laur Corporation. Among other things, the Order alleges Replin
closed Laur’s initial public offering with personal funds before the specified minimum
number of shares were sold. The Order further alleges Replin failed to refund Laur
offering proceeds to investors.

A hearing will be scheduled to take evidence on the staff’'s allegations and to afford
the respondent an opportunity to present any defenses. (Rel. 34-29726)
