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RULES AND RELATED MATTERS U.S. SECURITiES AND 
A9HANGE COMMISSIONProPOSED RULEMAKING ACTION TO ProKlTE RELIABILI


FINANCIAL INFORMATION AND TO PREVENT CONCEALMENT OF

QUESTIONABLE OR ILLEGAL PAYMENTS AND PRACTICES


The SEC has announced a series of rulemaking proposals designed to promote the reli
ability and completeness of the financial information which issuers are required to 
file with the Commission pursuant to the Securities Exchange Act of 1934. These pro
posals would require each issuer registered pursuant to Section 12 of the Securities 
Exchange Act, or required to file periodic reports pursuant to Section 15(d), to (1)
maintain books and records accurately reflecting the transactions and dispositions of 
assets of the issuer; and (2) maintain an adequate system of internal accounting con
trols designed to provide reasonable assurance that four specified objectives are satisfied. 

Further, the Commission, in order to protect the reliability of financial information 
required to be filed pursuant to the securities laws and to protect the integrity of 
the independent audit of issuer financial statements required under existing Commis
sion rules, is proposing rules which would explicitly (1) prohibit the falsification 
of an issuer's accounting records; and (2) prohibit the officers, directors, or stock
holders of an issuer from making false, misleading or incomplete statements to an 
accountant engaged in an examination of the issuer. These rules, if adopted, would 
be codified in a New Regulation 13B, entitled "Accuracy of Books, Records, and Reports." 

In addition, because of the significance of questionable or illegal conduct in the 
evaluation of the competence and integrity of corporate management, the Commission is 
also proposing to require disclosure, in connection with any proxy solicitation or 
information statement pursuant to Regulation 14A under the Securities Exchange Act, of 
the facts pertaining to the involvement of any officer or director in such corporate
eayments, and, in certain circumstances, corporate policy concerning such matters. 

These proposals are drawn from the Commission's experience with the problems of 
questionable corporate conduct as set forth in the COmmission's nReport on Question
able and Illegal Corporate Payments and Practices" transmitted to the Senate Committee 
on Banking, Housing and Urban Affairs on May 12, 1976, and, in large measure, codify
existing law. The Commission believes that the proposed rules, while not directed 
solely to the problem of questionable or illegal corporate payments and practices,
would serve to create a climate which would significantly discourage repetition of 
the serious abuses which the Commission has uncovered in this area. 

All interested persons are invited to submit their views and comments, in triplicate,
on these proposals to George A. Fitzsimmons, Secretary, Securities and Exchange 
Commission, Washington, D.C. 20549 on or before the close of business March 11, 1977.

DECISIONS IN ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS 

REGISTRATION OF MIDLAND SECURITIES CORPORATION REVOKED;
RICHARD B. BERDAHL, ROBERT O. KNUTSON, WILLIAM H. HARRISON 
AND BRUCE L. HANKERSON BARRED 

The Commission has revoked the registration of Midland Securities Corporation, an 
Edina, Minnesota broker-dealer. It barred Richard B. Berdahl and Bruce L. Hankerson,
whO were associated with Midland, from association with any broker or dealer. After 
nine months, however, Berdahl and Hankerson may each apply for permission to become so 
associated in a non-supervisory capacity. The Commission also barred two other 
persons who were associated with Midland, Robert O. Knutson and William H. Harrison,
from association with any broker-dealer in a supervisory capacity. 



'!heCommission found Berdahl and Hankerson culpable in connection with Midland's 
failure to deposit the proceeds of Regulation A offerings in escrow accounts in com
pliance with applicable requirements and representations in offering literature, and 
Midland's Regulation T violations. It also found Berdahl, Hankerson and Knutson re
sponsible for the late fil~ng of Midland's 1971 financial report, Knutson and Harrison 
responsible for Midland's net capital violations and deficient notification of a 
change in its auditors, and Hankerson, Harrison and Knutson responsible for Midland's 
failure to amend progptlT i~~pplication for broker-dealer registration to reflect 
changes in its officers and dfrec~ors. 

In imposing an unqualtfied bar on Berdahl and Hankerson, the Commission stressed that 
"[t]heir cases involv~ qot only. violations of a managerial nature, but express mis
representations in offering literature." On the other hand, it pointed out that 
Knutson and Harrison, who were barred from acting in supervisory capacities, engaged 
in misconduct that "was wholly managerial in nature." (ReI. 34-13139) 

REGULATION A EXEMPTION OF RESEARCH .

AUTOMATION CORPORATION MADE PERMANENT


The Commission's order temporarily suspending the Regulation A exemption from the 
Securities Act's registration requirements claimed by Research Automation Corporation,
of New York City, with respect to a proposed public offering of its stock,colIIIIDn has 
been made permanent. The temporary order alleged, and the administrative law judge
found, that (1) the company had been permanently enjoined from violating the antifraud 
provisions of the securities laws by the United States District Court for the Southern 
District of New York, and (2) the amended offering circular falsely stated that such 
injunction had been reversed upon appeal when, in fact, it had been affirmed. 

'!hecommission's opinion pointed out that the hearing officer's initial decision was 
clearly correct and it summarily affirmed that decision. (ReI. 33-5796) 

COMMISSION ANNOUNCEMENTS 

RESCHEDULING PUBLIC FORUM 

On December 8, 1976, the Commission announced that a public forum would be held on 
January 28, 1977 for the purpose of receiving oral presentations from a representative
selection of persons who are interested in the establishment of a nationwide investor 
dispute grievance system. Because of relatively large number of persons have indicated 
an interest in appearing at the public forum and making an oral presentation, the 
Commission today announced that the public forum would be rescheduled to February 9-10, 
1977. (ReI. 34-13176) 

TRADING SUSPENSIONS 

TRADING SUSPENDED IN ECI INDUSTRIES 

~e SEC announced the temporary suspension of over-the-counter trading in the securi
t~es.of ECI Industries for a ten-day period beginning on January 18 and terminating at 
~dn~ght (EST) on January 27, 1977. ECI has failed to file with the Commission an 
annual report on Form 10-K for its fiscal year ended June 30, 1976 and its quarterly 
reports on Form 10-Q for its quarters ended September 30, 1975, December 31, 1975, and March 31, 1976. 

The Co~ission.i?itiated the suspension because the company failed to comply with the 
report~nq prov~s~ons of the Exchange Act resulting in the lack of current and accurate 
information available to the public. (ReI. 34-13082)
