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ADOPTION AND AMENDMENT OF RULE AND
SCHEDULE RELATING TO TENDER OFFERS

The Commission announced the adoption of a new Tender Offer Statement on Schedule 14D~1
and the amendment of existing Rule 14d-1 and of the Acquisition Statement on Schedule
13D under the Exchange Act. These actions, which will become effective on August 31,
were primarily based on the proposed tender offer rules and related schedules which
were published for comment in August 1976 (the Tender Offer Proposals). The adoption
of Schedule 14D-1 is the first step in the Commission's plan to replace its emergency
rules and schedules under the Williams Act with a comprehensive regulatory framework
with respect to tender offers. Among other things, Schedule 14D~1 would require a
bidder to disclose additional information regarding its source of funds, its plans or
proposals (regardless of whether it is seeking control of the subject company) and for
the first time would specifically require disclosure of past negotiations or trans-
actions with the subject company as well as disclosure of current, adequate financial
information concerning certain bidders and other data, such as the applicability of the
anti-trust laws and material pending legal proceedings relating to the bidder's tender
offer if such information is material to an investment decision by a security holder
whether to sell, tender or hold securities being sought in the tender offer. Existing
Rule 14d-1 was amended to implement the filing of Schedule 14D-1 and to specify which
items of that Schedule should be contained or summarized in the information published,
sent or given to security holders in connection with the tender offer. Existing
Schedule 13D was amended to facilitate the orderly transition to the use of separate
schedules for reporting acquisitions subject to Section 13(d) (1) of the Act. These
actions are being taken at this time so that Schedule 13D and Schedule 14D-1 can become
effective concurrently on August 31. While Schedule 14D-1 has been adopted separately
from the other Tender Offer Proposals for this purpose, it should be particularly noted
that the Commission has not withdrawn the other proposals. After the completion of

the revision of certain of these proposals, the Commission presently anticipates further
rulemaking action. (Rel. 33-5844)

COMMENT PERIOD EXTENDED ON PROPOSED
RULE 434d, AMENDED RULE 134

The Commission has extended, from July 25 to August 24, 1977, the period for public
comment with respect to its proposal to adopt Rule 434d and amend Rule 134 under the
Securities Act of 1933. These proposals would permit inclusion of more information in
advertisements by investment companies than permitted under existing laws and rules.

JOSEPH BUCHMAN AND SYDNEY BUCHMAN

The United States Court of Appeals for the Second Circuit vacated a Commission order
(Securities Exchange Act Rel. No. 12492 (May 28, 1976)) which had modified disciplinary
action taken by the National Association of Securities Dealers (NASD) against Joseph
and Sydney Buchman. Accordingly, the Commission has issued an order vacating the sanc-
tions entered by the NASD against the Buchmans. (Rel. 34-13750)

FRANK S. ARKO AND WILLIAM M, MITCHELL

Public administrative proceedings have been ordered under the Securities Exchange Act
of 1934 and the Investment Advisers Act of 1940 against Frank S. Arko, a Qellevue,
Washington investment adviser, and William M. Mitchell, of Kirkland, Washlngtgn, for-~
merly a registered representative for Wilson Davis & Co., Inc., a Salt Lake City, U?ah
broker-dealer. The order charges, among other things, that Arko engaged in a practice
commonly known as scalping and that Arko failed to disclose to subscribers to The
International Frank Arko Report - The International Investor, the nature of purchases
and sales made for his own account of securities related to recommendatiogs in the
Report. It is also alleged that Arko advanced information on recommendations to ]
Mitchell prior to the Report's distribution to subscribers, Mitchell was charged with
trading for his own account based on knowledge of Arko's recommendations. (Rel.

ROBERT W. BRADFORD SENTENCED

The Atlanta Regional Office announced that on July 15 Robert W. Bradford of Memphis,
Tennessee, was sentenced to two years imprisonment and two years probation by Federal
District Judge Richard C. Freeman at Atlanta following his conviction on June 9 on
five counts of wire fraud. Bradford had been indicted by a federal grand jury on
February 22 on charges that he and an associate induced investors to sell municipal
bonds and converted the proceeds to their personal use. (U.S. v. Robert W. Bradford,
N.D. GA.
