1. Presentations must feature the use of Local Employment Dynamics data, alone or in combination with other

data sources

Visual representations (PowerPoint, maps, graphs, online demonstrations) are strongly encouraged

3. Uses/applications of the LED data must be substantially new and should not have been featured in previous
LED Partnership workshops

5. The LED Partnership reserves the right to edit all submitted presentations for publication on the web site and in
the workshop program
