E-government is a component of
the city's Economic Development
Strategic Plan, developed with help
from USAID’s Local Economic De-
velopment project. Citizens may
now obtain full information on local
government operations. From a
home/office computer connected to
the Internet, or terminals located in
the City Hall foyer, one can access
any non-confidential decision of the
City Rada; send a request, applica-
tion or complaint to any City Hall
officer and monitor its progress
online; apply to any department for
an explanation or information, and
then receive a reply by email or
regular mail; or obtain information
on hospitals, schools and institu-
tions of culture.

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OVERVIEW

Ukraine plays a key role in U.S. foreign policy objectives due to its stra-
tegic position between Europe and Eurasia and its importance for re-
gional stability. The U.S. is committed to helping Ukraine achieve social
and economic security for its citizens
within a framework of democratic
governance, and to help it fulfill its stated
goal of joining NATO and the EU. Since
1992, USAID has devoted more than $1.6
billion to Ukraine. Today, USAID focuses
on good governance, economic growth,
and improving health conditions. It also
works to develop public-private partner-
ships to leverage resources and expand
the reach of its assistance.

PROGRAMS

STRENGTHENING GOOD GOVERNANCE
The Orange Revolution showcased the power of independent media and
citizen activism. It was followed by political turbulence and slow progress
on reforms, but with a new pro-Western government, Ukraine looks
poised to move forward again. USAID works with the Ukrainian parlia-
ment to reform procedures and increase public accountability. It helps
local governments improve services and better manage budgets and
programs. To support Ukraine’'s commitment to the rule of law, USAID
works to increase transparency, accountability, public confidence, and
access to justice through support for legal clinics, consensus-building for
judicial reform, improved court automation, and better court monitoring.

Further, USAID assists NGOs in Ukraine to broaden and deepen their
influence, and create new sources of funding. It supports free and inde-
pendent media by offering training in reporting and business skills, and
encouraging free speech. USAID also helps strengthen political parties
and election watchdog organizations.

IMPROVING THE BUSINESS AND INVESTMENT CLIMATE

To improve the investment climate and boost Ukraine’s participation in
international trade, USAID provided technical assistance to support
Ukraine’s successful February 2008 accession to the World Trade Or-
ganization (WTO). It will continue to help government and industry com-
ply with the new WTO requirements.
