I am qualified as a solicitor in Hong Kong and am acting as Hong Kong counsel to the Parties in 
connection with the Hong Kong Offer and have advised the Parties with respect to the legal and 
regulatory requirements in Hong Kong, as applicable to the Hong Kong Offer and in connection with the 
relief sought in the Letter. This letter is rendered at your request, solely in connection with the Letter and 
is limited to matters of Hong Kong law and regulations. This letter is provided incidentally to, and in the 
ordinary course of, my practice of Hong Kong law in Hong Kong and does not purport to cover any aspect 
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of US law and is without prejudice to my status as a "non-appearing foreign attorney" for purposes of SEC 
rules and practice. 

I have reviewed the Letter and believe the descriptions in it of the legal and regulatory requirements in 
Hong Kong applicable to the Hong Kong Offer are accurate. The statements relating to Hong Kong legal 
and regulatory requirements contained in the Letter are brief summaries only and should not be construed 
as a comprehensive description of all relevant issues.
