The Public Safety and Community Policing Grants Program will continue to provide funds to state and local jurisdictions
for the hiring of law enforcement officers and advancement of community policing by focusing efforts on increasing

the number of school resource officers serving full-time in our nation's schools and targeted hiring to address critical
needs. Overall, funding in this area will be reduced and re-directed to other priority areas, notably technology grant
programs. The following reductions have been made to initiatives funded under this decision unit: $3,609,000 from

the Tribal Law Enforcement Program, $15,000,0000 from the Police Corps Program, $69,000 from Training and
Technical Assistance, and $228,322,000 from the COPS Hiring Program. The funding reduction reflects the

fulfillment of the hiring program's original target to fund 100,000 additional police. With the fulfillment of this

objective, the program continues at a lower level, and is focused on new priorities.

The budget proposes a general COPS Technology Grant program will provide technology grants similar

those that have been offered under the COPS MORE Program, but they will not be contingent upon

the redeployment of officers. The budget also proposes to establish the following initiatives as standalone

grant programs rather than as a part of the Crime Identification Technology Assistance (CITA) Program:
$35,000,000 for the Criminal Records Upgrade Program, $35,000,000 to reduce the DNA sample backlog, and
$35,000,000 for the Crime Lab Improvement Program. In addition, an increase of $20,690,000 is sought for CITA.
This increase, combined with the removal of the three earmarks previously included in CITA, will result in a

total availability of $150,404,000 for the CITA Program.
