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Based on preliminary reports from the Sta te  highway agencies, travel during January 

I 1981 on all roads and s t ree ts  in the nation increased by 0.7 percent a s  compared t o  
January 1980, resulting in estimated travel for the  month 4t 117,066 million vehicle 
miles. This total  includes 39,027 million vehicle miles on 1 main rural roads, 11,040 
million vehicle miles on other rural roads, and 68,999 million vehicle miles on city 
streets. 1

These 
data, collected a t  approximately 4,000 continuous traff ic counting locations 
nationwide, a re  used to determine the percent change in traffic for the current 
month compared t o  the same month in the previous year. This percent change is 
applied to the travel for the same period in the previous year to  obtain travel for 
the  current period.
