TRAFFIC VOLUME TRENDS - FEBRUARY 1980 

Based on prel iminary r e p o r t s  from t h e  S t a t e  highwa agencies ,  t r a v e l  
during February 1980 on a l l  roads and s t r e e t s  i n  t e na t ion  decreased 
by -3.2 percent  a s  compared t o  February 1979, t i n g  i n  est imated 
t r a v e l  f o r  t h e  month a t  102,305 mi l l i on  e s .  This t o t a l  
inc ludes  34,818 m i l l i o n  veh ic l e  miles  on roads,  9,366 m i l l i o n  
veh ic l e  mi les  on o t h e r  r u r a l  roads,  and i o n  veh ic l e  miles 
on c i t y  s t r e e t s .  

Travel  f o r  t h e  cu r ren t  month a s  we l l  a s  t h e  cumulafive yea r ly  t o t a l  on 
main r u r a l  roads and f o r  a l l  roads and streets i s  shown below. S imi lar  
t o t a l s  f o r  each year  s i n c e  1970 a r e  a l s o  included.

T r a f f i c  Volume .Trends i s  a monthly r e p o r t  prepared by t h e  Planning Serv ices  
Branch, Highway S t a t i s t i c s  Division,  based on hourly t r a f f i c  count data .  
These da ta ,  c o l l e c t e d  a t  approximately 4,000 continuous t r a f f i c  counting 
l o c a t i o n s  nationwide, a r e  used t o  determine t h e  percent  change i n  t r a f f i c  
f o r  t h e  cu r ren t  month compared t o  t h e  same month i n  t h e  previous .year .  
This  percent  change i s  appl ied  t o  t h e  t r a v e l  f o r  t h e  same period i n  t h e  
previous year  t o  ob ta in  t r a v e l  f o r  t h e  cu r ren t  period.
