I' ALL DATA FOR THIS MONTH ARE PRELIMINARY, REVISED VALVES FOR PREVIOUS MONTH 
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TRAFFIC VOLTJME TRENDS - SEPTEMBER 1980 

Based on preliminary reports from the State highway agencies, travel during 
September 1980 on all roads and streets in the Nation decreased by 1.9 percent 
as compared to September 1979, resulting in estimatedtravel for the month at 
124,996 million vehicle miles. This total includes 4&,007 million vehicle miles 
on main rural roads, 12,128 million vehicle miles on other rural roads, and 
68,861 million vehicle miles on city streets. 

Travel for the current month as well as the cumulative yearly total on main 
rural roads and for all roads and streets is shown below. Similar totals for 
each year since 1970 are also included,

Traffic volume trends is a monthly report prepared by the Planning Services 
Branch, Highway Statistics Division, based on hourly traffic count data. These 
data, collected at approximately 4,000 continuous traffic counting locations 
nationwide, are used to determine the percent change in traffic for the current 
month compared to the same month in the previous year. This percent change is 
applied to the travel for the same period in the previous year to obtain travel 
for the current period.
