: hléhways compared. to September 1944. In the two westeérn regions

the increases were particularly large and traffie exceeded that

f~cnfany'previous September. The largest 1945 increasas were found

on the highways of Callfornia, Nevada, and Oregon where itraffic

' in the past month was approximately 10 percent above that of the:

corresponding month of 1941 and more than 65 percent abovethe

Increases in September traffic on local roéds, lthough'
smaller than those on main’ highways, were found at all poxnts
except two in North Dakota and one in Ohio.

Traffic on all rural roads-in the two western régions wasg
7.9 percent above corresPOndlng 1941 counts while that in the

-four central regions was 19.3 percent below, and that in the

three eastern. regions 17.2 percent below the 1941 figures. For-

 the United States as a whole, the traffic was 36.7 percent above

the . 1944 lavel but still 14.0 percent below that of 1841.

"sponding traffic in September 1944 are as follows:
