John J. Ferrandino is the President of the National Academy Foundation (NAF), overseeing all operations of the organization and reporting directly to NAF’s national board of directors.  Since he became President in 1998, NAF has expanded its program from 290 programs in 33 states to 528 programs in 40 states. He also created the Academy of Information Technology with $8.25 million in corporate commitments. Under his leadership, NAF has received national recognition by peer organizations, government, industry, and secondary/ higher education as a leading intermediary organization and model for developing and sustaining career academies throughout the country.  

Prior to his appointment at NAF, Mr. Ferrandino served as Supervising Superintendent of the division K-12 in New York City and was responsible for the education of over a quarter million students. His educational career began as a teacher of Social Studies at Evander Childs High School in 1966; and he has remained in the education field ever since-- serving as an Assistant Principal of Administration, Assistant Principal of Guidance and Supervisor of Guidance at Bronx High School, as well as Principal of Co-op Tech High School-- before becoming Supervising Superintendent. Mr. Ferrandino holds a B.A. in History and a M.A. in Social Studies Education from the City University of New York at Hunter College, and a P.D. in Administration/Supervision from Fordham University.
