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Transportation Purpose

o Establish a Transportation Trust Fund

o All surface modes eligible

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Leveraging Transportation Investment

o Create a broad sense of national purpose that goes beyond transportation

safety & health

e Move away from emphasis on projects and earmarks

o Make accountability and transparency matter
e Tie funding to progress on reaching outcomes

o Reinvent the federaldprogram structure around a broad national purpose
before rushing to find new money
