Inglis, a Travelers Rest Republican, now in his fourth term, will be accompanied by Reps. Chris Shays, R-
Conn., Al Green, D-Tex., Steve Israel, D-N.Y. and Brian Higgins, D-N.Y. Shays is chairman of the House
Government Reform Subcommittee on National Security, Emerging Threats and International Relations.

They are scheduled to leave Wednesday and return Aug. 25.

The delegation is expected to meet with Israeli officials for discussions on the proposed cease-fire and in
Sudan to assess the situation in the Darfur region.

En route home, members will meet with Lebanese leaders in Rome and briefings in London with British
counterterrorism officials regarding the recently foiled terror plot on transatlantic flights.
