Wednesday, Aug. 2; and at the USC Union Community Room, 309 E. Academy St., Union, on
Thursday, Aug. 3.

All meetings are scheduled for 7 p.m.
Atkinson said residents are asked to come out and discuss what is on their minds.

The invitation stems from Congress working through several hot issues this spring and summer like
immigration, the war in Iraq, the global war on terror and social issues, Atkinson said.
