OFFERED BY MR. ISSA
Amend section 3 to read as follows:

SEC. 3. REVISION OF DISTRICT OF COLUMBIA FIREARMS
LAWS.

(a) REQUIRING DISTRICT TO REVISE LaAws.—Not
later than 180 days after the date of the enactment of
this Act, the District of Columbia shall revise the laws
and regulations of the Distriet of Columbia which govern
the use and possession of firearms, as necessary to comply
with the requirements of the decision of the Supreme
Court in the case of District of Columbia v. Heller.

(b) CONFORMING AMENDMENT TO LOCAL LAW.—
Title VII of the Firearms Control Regulations Act of 1975
(sec. 7—2507.01 et seq., D.C. Official Code) is amended
by adding at the end the following new section:

“SEC. 712. CONSISTENCY WITH FEDERAL REQUIREMENTS.

“The Mayor and the Council shall ensure that this
Act and the regulations promulgated to carry out this Act
are consistent with the requirements of the decision of the
Supreme Court in the case of District of Columbia v. Hell-
