Introducnon.—-—-Tlns chapter gives the data collected
at the farm census of 1920 for three groups of prod-
uets which, while they are produced to a considerable
extent on farms and have many of the character-
istics of erops, have not been classified with farm
crops at the present census. These are (1), forest
products of farms, (2) nursery products, and (3) green-
house products. In addition to the data relating
directly to these products, information is given with
regard to the area of woodland and of timberland in
* farms, the acreage used for growing nursery stock, and
the number of square feet under: glass Compara~
tive figures from ‘the census:of 1910 are given for all
items except Woodland and timberland ; and compm GRS
tive figures from the census of 1900 also are glven for
iorest products and nursemes 2

FOREST PRODUCTS AND ’I‘IMBERLAND

The data presented in this report cover only that
part of the woodland and timberland included in the
farm area and the forest products obtained therefrom,
and do not ropresent the total acreage of all woodland
or timberland in the United States nor the value of
all forest products produced during the years cover ed
by the different censuses.
; Explanabmn of terms,—As the terms were: deﬁned
for use in the different farm censuses, forest products
include firewood, fence posts, crossties, pulp wood,
SaW 10%, poles, bark, small quantities of turpentine
and rosin, ete.; woodland includes. all land covered
with natural or planted for est trees which produce, or
later may produce, firewood or other forest products;
and #imberland, or the area in merchantable, timber,
includes that part of the woodland covered by trees
mostly of saw-log size.

Forest products of - farms: 1899 to 1919, —At the
different censuses the inquiries on the farm schedule
have related to the value of all forest products cut
on farmsin the calendar year preceding the census
date, regardless of whetheér the products were sold
from or used on the farms in that year or were being
held for sale or for use later.

. The number of farms. leportmor Torest ploducts cub
in 1919 was 1,819,685, or 28.2 per cent of all farms in
the United States on January 1, 1920. The value of
all forest products of farms in 1919 was $394, 321,828;
of this amount, $217,716,046,.0r 55.2 per cent, repre-
sented the value of pmducts s0ld (or cut and held for
sale), and $176,605,782, or. 44.8 per' cent, represented
the value of products used on the farm (or cut and
held for use later).

‘ products per farm reporting was $217. A part of the

forest products derived from the farm woodland and
intended for use on the farm represents lumber for

néw buildings, repairs, or other improvements on “the
farm property, while a much larger part doubtless con-

sists of ﬁrewood-—the latter coming especially: from
low-quality wood not suitable for lumber.

The proportion of all farms reporting forest products
in 1919 (28.2 per cent) was considerably less than in
1909 (37.9 per cent), the decreased proportion being
The
101.9 per cent increase in the value of all forest
products for 1919 as compared with 1909 was due
Iargely to the high prices prevailing for forest prod-
ucts in 1919, the increase being much larger for the

‘products sold from farms than for the products used

on farms.

‘The number of farms and establishments reporting
nursery stock grown in 1919 was 4,049, and the area

used in growing such products was 51,453 -acres, or an
average of 12.7 acres per farm or establishrent
reporting. The total amount received from the sale
-of nursery products in 1919 was $20,434,389, or an
average return of $5,047 for each of the fm'ms or estab-
11s]1monts reporting, and an average return of $397.15
per acre used for growing nursery produ(.,t .

"In the tabulation of the returns from the census of

| 1920 the farms and establishments reporting receipts

from' the sale of nursery products in excess of $250
were separated from those reporting receiptsless than
$250, it being believed that those of the former class
would approximately represent the commercial nurs-
eries. This classification of farms and establishments
is shown, by divisions and states, in Table 7.

The acreage used in growing nursery products in
1919 was less than the corresponding acreage in 1909
or 1899. In general, the importance of nurseries and
nursery produets has shown a decline for 1919 as com-
parved with 1909, but the average receipts per farm or
establishment zmd per acre were considerably higher
in 1919 than in 1909 or in 1899, due largely, no doubt,
to higher prices received for nursery products in 1919.

" Introduotion.—In the 'rep:oiﬂé of the Tenth Census(

(1880) a table was published showing what part of the
populauon of the United States was 11vmg in cxtms of
8,000 inhabitants and over on ‘the date of each censu 8,

from 1790, when the proportlon in the city group was.
only 3.3 per cent, to 1880, when this _proportion had.

risen to 22.7 per cent. This _classification 1epresents
the first attempt to make a general distinction, in the
population statistics of the United States, between
city dwellers and country dwellers. The table justmen-

tioned is reprinted, with figures for. the later censuses, ,

in' the 1‘0p01ts of the 1920 .census.! The ‘proportion

In the 1ep01ts of the Thirteenth Census (1910) 8
new classification of the populatlon on the basis of
the size of the place of residence was introduced. , The
two groups or classes dlstmcrulshed were dusmn&ted
respectlvely, urban,” and ¢ ruml " Urban popula-

tion was defined as that resudmg m cities. and other -

incorporated places having 2, 500 inhabitants and
over, while the remainder -of the populatlon made up
the 1111&1 group. This classification was made, not
only for the current data; but also for the population
reported at earlier cenmsuses, as.far back as. 1880,
and the ﬁgures were presented, by states, for the four
censuses (1880 to 1910, mcluswe) Slmll&Lr figures
for 1890, 1900, 1910, and 1920 are given in the reports
of the 1920 census.? - The: percentage urban for the
United States in' 1880 was 28.6; in 1890, 35.4; in
1900, 40; in 1910, 45.8; and in 1920 51.4.

Both of these clussﬂicatlons were made, however,
primarily to throw light upon the number and status
of city dwellers, whﬂe the rural population, or noncity
dwellers, appenred as a -sort of by-product—a group
composed partly of farmers and their families; partly
of the populn‘mons of mill villages, engaged almost
exclusively in manufacturing; partly of the inhabi-
tants of mining settlements; &nd partly of the inci-
dental population found, even in a farming section,
living in the open country but not engaged in any
agricultural pursuit nor in any way directly connected
with agriculture.

To meet the need for a class:ﬁcatlon which should
lep1 esent more definitely that part of the population
directly dependent on agriculture, or connected with
it, provision was made in 1920 for a separate tabula-
tion of the farm population:.

All. persons . engaged in agrlcul‘oural pursuits, ‘to- -
gether with their families, are therefore included in
the farm population, except those farm operators
who do not live on the farm, and those farm laborers
who live in a city or village, away from the farm
where they work. The numbers of these two classes
are too small to be of any great significance, and
further, they represent mainly persons who are living
under urban (or village) conditions, rather than in a
farm en¥vironment.
 The farm population also includes, by virtue of
their Tesidence on a farm, a considerable number of
persons engaged in: oceupations not: avrlcultural and
not - directly - connected - with aorrlculture A large
part of this group is made up of the grown sons and

‘daughters of the farmers, still living at ‘home, and of

other relatives living Wlth the farm fmmly ‘

‘The line of demarkation between the farm popu—
lation and the urban population is not absolute,
because a few farms are located within the:limits
of cities and other incorporated places having 2,500
inhabitants or over, and the families residing on
them are therefore included in the urban population,
as well as in the farm population. - Most of these farms
ave situated in the edge of the incorporated ares,
however, where living conditions are more like those in
the open country than they are like those in the main
part of the city or village. For comparison, therefore,
the farm population may be contrasted in most cases
with the urban population of the samie area, since
these two. groups will' show the widest difference 1n
the conditions under which they live. '

- Between the farm population and the rural popula-~
tion, in which the farm population is practically all

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included, there is naturally a general similarity.
This similarity is greater where the nonfarm part of
the rural population is engaged principally in the
trades (carpentering, blacksmithing, etc.) and ih
those professional and commercial ‘activities required
to supply the needs of the farmers and their families,
and less where the nonfarm part of the rural popula-
‘tion is engaged in- factory Work or in lumbermg or
mining. :

More than 99 per cent of the farm population were
residing in rural territory (outside of incorporated
places having 2,500 inhabitants or over), the number
reported as living on farms inside the limits of cities
and other incorporated places of 2,500 inhabitants
and over being only 255,629, or 0.8 per cent of the
whole number. :

- The farm population living in rural teu'ltory formed
61 per cent of .the whole rural population, as above
defined, and was equal to 73.9 per cent of the rural

population living in unincorporated territory—that
is, outside the small incorporated places (under 2,500
inhabitants).

There were four states (see Table 5) in which the
farm population living in rural territory formed more
than three-fourths of the rural population, namely,
Mississippi, 81.8 per cent; Arkansas, 78.3 per cent;
Georgia, 77.5 per cent; and South Carolina, 77.2 per
cent. In a number of states, also, the farm popula-
tion was nearly equal to the population living outside
incorporated places of any kind.

‘Farm population, by sex.—The total farm popula-
tion of the United States in 1920 (31,614,269) com-
prised 16,496,338 males and 15,117,931 females, or
109.1 males per 100 females. In the urban population

the ratio of males to females was much lower—100.4

to 100.

The larger number of males in the farm population,
in proportion to the number of females, results in part
from the fact that most of the farm work is done by
men—in particular, that most persons coming to the
farm to secure work are men. For while Lhe,census
reports on occupations show considerable numbers of
women employed as farm laborers, most of these are
members of the farmer’s immediate family., Many of
the urban occupations, on the other hand, are followed
chiefly or largely by women,

For some reason, at any rate, the opportunities
for employment in the city seem to appeal more
strongly to women than to men. Hence the farmer’s
daughter is more likely to leave the farm and go to
the city than is the farmer’s son, who may find
proﬁtable employment on another farm when his
services are 10 longer needed at home.
