This report is in response to your April 10, 1974, request that
we provide your Subcommittee with comprehensive statistics on U.S,
Government..expenditures.in.Cambodia,..Laes,..and.South, Vietnam,  You
asked that the statistics be broken down by country and, insofar as
possible, into the following categories: fiscal year 1974 (1) budget
presentation, (2) authorization, (3) appropriation, (4) revised esti-
mate, and fiscal year 1975 proposed. You also asked that we try to
identify U.S. costs in Thailand which are directly related to U.S.
programs in these countries.

The enclosed schedule shows expected obligations for each
country, including directly related costs incurred in Thailand, as
provided by officials of the agencies involved.

We did not obtain figures on Central Intelligence Agency operations
or on contributions to multinational organizations. Fiscal year 1974
authorizations and appropriations are not included because this data is
available by functional category only, and the agencies said it cannot
be set out by country.

At your request we did not obtain agency comments. If you have
any questions regarding this material, our staff will be happy to
discuss them with you. We do not plan to distribute this report
further unless you agree or publicly announce its contents.
