The New York Times finally reports on what Republicans have 
been saying for months.  Here are some excerpts: 
 
“When Virginia G. Shores went to a pharmacy here to pick up five 
prescriptions, she thought she heard the pharmacist say she 
owed $250, but she was wrong. The cost, with her new 
Medicare prescription drug card, was just $50. . . .  "I was 
amazed at the amount of money it saved," Mrs. Shores said. "It 
was hard to believe.  She is one of Medicare's satisfied 
customers. They are not vocal, they are not organized, but 
they say it was worth wading through the hassles, confusion 
and complexity of the new program to enroll.” 
 
“. . . Bobby G. Brown, a retired letter carrier, and his wife, Anna, 
both 71, spent four hours with a LIFE counselor. "It was well worth 
the time," said Mrs. Brown . . . He takes 6 drugs; she takes 18. 
They enrolled in different plans — WellCare's Signature plan and 
the basic plan offered by Blue Cross and Blue Shield of Oklahoma 
— and their combined drug costs will plunge to $4,900 or less 
a year, from more than $25,000.” [The New York Times,
