On Wednesday (11/14), | spoke on the Senate floor in response to a sad and shocking CBS News report that revealed new
figures on the number of veterans who have committed suicide. CBS News' five-month investigation into veteran suicides
found that at least 120 Americans who served in the U.S. military killed themselves every week in 2005. That’s at least
6,256 veteran suicides in one year — a rate twice that of other Americans.
