Reports of violent erime
made to police — murder, rape,
robbery and aggravated assault
— have gone up, generally and
rather markedly, during the
past two years in North
Dakota’s three largest cities.

According to the annual
crimereports by police depart-
ments in Grand Forks, Fargo
and Bismarck, rape and aggra-
vated assault, especially, have
shown steep increases in the
past year or two, compared with
previous years.

In Grand Forks, the total vio-
lent erimes reported the past
two years averaged 105 per year,
compared with an average of 65
in 2002-05.

Fargo had an average of 199
violent crimes reported each of
the past two years, compared
with 147 per year the previous
four years, Bismarck police re-
ceived an average of 120 reports
of violent crime in 2007 and
2006, compared with only 42 on
average from 2002-05, according
to the police departments’ fig-
