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 A longtime advocate of providing tax incen-
tives for charitable giving to help the nation’s 
neediest, Congressman Roy Blunt shepherded 
through an extension of these important tax 
incentives. These incentives will not only help 
charities across the nation but also charitable or-
ganizations here in Southwest Missouri.   
 “Our nation is confronting one of the most 
challenging times in recent memory,” Blunt said.  
“But even when times are tough, we have never 
turned our back on those in need. I believe that 
giving to charities is one of the defi ning charac-
teristics that sets our nation apart. That is why I 
fought, in the remaining days of Congress’ leg-
islative session, to ensure we extended critical 
tax incentives to increase charitable giving.”
 Blunt originally authored the Charitable Giv-
ing Act, whose provisions Congress extended 
through 2009, to help spur donations into Amer-
ica’s charities. Congress overwhelmingly passed 
the Charitable Giving Act in 2003 by a vote of 
408 to 17.
 “I introduced the Charitable Giving Act 
in 2003 to garner new support and resourc-
es for a broad range of community and faith-
based groups,” continued Blunt. “The point 
was to encourage giving, savings, and fair-
ness by encouraging charitable giving by indi-
viduals, by corporations, and by foundations. I 
believe we accomplished that, and I’m pleased

 For more than a decade, I have consistently ad-
vocated a balanced approach to lowering energy 
prices for the people of Southwest Missouri – an 
approach that expands access to American 
energy resources, promotes conservation, and 
encourages investment in the next generation of 
energy technology.  
 We learned again this summer that the cost of 
fuel to power a car or truck has a dramatic im-
pact on the family budget.  Gasoline prices that 
topped out in Southwest Missouri at $3.90 a gal-
lon (more than $4.50 a gallon in some places) this 
summer cut driving by more than 10 billion miles 
in America and forced 
families and business-
es to make painful 
decisions.  
 I heard those sto-
ries at gas pumps, 
diners, and roundtable 
discussions across the 
Ozarks. Family out-
ings and dinners, trips 
to ballgames, mov-
ies and vacations all 
fell victim to never 
before seen gasoline prices. Even as gas prices 
have come back down to earth this fall, that pain 
still resonates – with motorists rightly fearing that 
high prices will return.
 In my judgment, the key to preventing what we 
saw this past summer is to produce more Ameri-
can energy. The United States is not oil poor, but 
access to those plentiful resources has been off 
limits for nearly three decades. This October, un-
der constant pressure from motorists and fearful 
of a return of $4 gas, the majority in Congress 
allowed its long-standing moratorium on offshore 
energy exploration to expire.  
 But this is only a fi rst step. We need to make 
sure the expiration of the offshore energy ban ac-
tually translates into the acquisition of new en-
ergy. Bureaucracy on its own ensures that process 
is time consuming as environmental assessments 
are followed by lengthy comment periods before 
the fi rst drop of oil is even produced. Unfortu-
nately, that’s not even where the real struggle 
begins.
 The real battle for energy independence and af-
fordability will shift to the courts, as a relatively 
small number of radical organizations look to 

manipulate the 
rules of our ju-
dicial system 
to prevent re-
sponsible ac-
cess to pub-
l i c ly - owned 
energy. These 
groups don’t 
even have to 
win in court to 
achieve their 
desired effect 
– the simple 
act of fi ling litigation, as was done earlier this 
year on all 487 leases in Alaska’s remote Chukchi 
Sea, ensures that no serious development can take 
place for a very long time.   
 Absent these hurdles, we can begin pumping 
oil from new platforms in the Gulf and off the 
continental shelf within three years – in some ar-
eas, even sooner.

Amendment - A proposal from a member of Con-
gress to alter the language, provisions, or stipulations 
in a bill or in another amendment.  It is usually printed,
debated, and voted upon in the same way as a
bill.

Appropriation - Legislation which provides the spend-
ing authority approved by authorization bills but not nec-
essarily the full amount authorized.  There are 12 annual 
appropriation bills for each fi scal year which begins on 
October 1. 

Authorization - Basic legislation that establishes or 
continues  (reauthorization) the legal operation of a fed-
eral program or agency, either indefi nitely or for a specifi c 
time period, or which sanctions a particular type of obli-
gation or expenditure.

Bill - A legislative proposal, designated as “HR” in the 
House of  Representatives or “S” in the Senate, followed 
by a number assigned to the order in which it was intro-
duced during the two-year session of a Congress.  A bill 
becomes a law if it is approved by both House and Senate 
in identical form and language and signed by the presi-
dent or a president’s veto is overridden by a two-thirds 
vote in both the House and Senate.

Concurrent Resolution - A resolution, designated as 
House Concurrent Resolution (“H Con Res”) or Senate 
Concurrent Resolution (“S Con Res”) often used to ex-
press the “sense of Congress” on various domestic or 
foreign policy issues.  Concurrent resolutions differ from 
bills as they neither require nor are intended for approval 
by the president and, therefore, do not have the full force 
of law.

Conference Report - The product of a meeting (“con-
ference”)  between designated representatives of the 
House and Senate to reconcile differences between the 
two chambers over provisions of a bill or joint resolution 
passed by both chambers in different forms or language. 
No bill or joint resolution can be sent to the president un-
less both chambers of Congress have approved common 
language (“conference report”) on the measure.

Continuing Resolution - A bill which provides appro-
priations for specifi c ongoing activities of federal agencies 
when a fi scal year begins and Congress has not yet enact-
ed the regular appropriations bill for the full fi scal year.

Joint Resolution - A resolution designated House 
Joint Resolution (“HJRes”) or Senate Joint Resolution 
(“SJRes”) followed by a number assigned in the order in 

which it was introduced during the two year session in 
which a particular Congress is convened. If approved by 
both chambers in identical form and signed by the presi-
dent, it becomes a law (just as a bill). A joint resolution is 
generally limited to special circumstances and is also used 
to propose amendments to the Constitution. Under that 
purpose, it does not require a presidential signature and 
becomes part of the Constitution if three-fourths of the 
states ratify or approve it.

Motion to Recommit - A procedural motion made by 
the minority party immediately preceding a vote on fi nal 
passage of a piece of legislation. It is an attempt to send 
legislation back to its committee of origin so that impor-
tant changes can be made. MTRs, as they are called, rep-
resent the minority party’s last, best chance to make vital 
improvements to legislation before it is passed.

testing. Stream Team members gave presen-

tations to school staff and organizations to inform 
the community about protecting streams and how 
to become involved in improving the quality of 
Missouri’s streams.

Greene, Jasper County Law Enforcement
to Benefit from New Technologies

	 Southwest Missouri Congressman Roy Blunt 
recently secured nearly $2 million in federal grants 
to help the Greene and Jasper County Sheriffs’  
Departments upgrade their computer and com-
munications systems, connecting multiple law  
enforcement agencies and improving response 
times and service in both day-to-day and emergen-
cy activities. The Ozark Police Department also  
received funding to upgrade computer systems in  
their patrol cars.

“These grants fund sys-
tems that allow officers from all the agencies in 
the county to do their jobs better and faster.”  The 
$940,000 in federal funding that Blunt secured for 
Greene County will be used to integrate software 
systems used by the Sheriff’s Department, the jail, 
the Greene County Prosecutor’s Office, Greene 
County courts and the Greene County Juvenile Of-
fice, in order to move toward a more efficient, pa-
perless system. 

	 The result is that officers in the field will have 
instant access to warrant information, criminal re-
cords, license plate registrations and other valuable 
tools, as well as allowing officers to pre-book in-
mates, generate electronic tickets and file incident 
reports digitally and directly with the department 
or the Greene County Prosecutor’s office.
	 “This is going to allow my office to go paper-
less, which will allow us to operate more efficient-
ly,” said Greene County Prosecutor Darrell Moore. 

“Right now we spend a lot of 
time chasing down paper files. 
This will bring the prosecutor’s 
office into the 21st century.”
	 The Greene County Com-
mission has committed a major 
investment of its own for soft-
ware upgrades, licensing for the 
Mobile Data Terminal (MDT) 
network, digital camera systems 
for all Greene County patrol ve-
hicles and a data storage system.

Farm Bill To Strengthen Food Banks, Pantries
	 The 2008 Farm Bill advocated by Congress-
man Blunt will benefit local food banks and pan-
tries. Nutrition programs increased by $10.36 
billion in this year’s Farm Bill, including $1.25 
billion in new assistance to food banks and new 
funding to boost organic agriculture, fruits and 
vegetable programs, and local food networks.

 Ernest Cowherd of Purdy also received his 
Bronze Star from World War II service after 
being wounded 63-years ago in the leg and hip 
while serving in the Philippines. Cowherd’s 
grandson, fi nding the Bronze Star missing from 
his World War II medals, encouraged his grand-
father to apply for the medal he earned, but 
never received. Congressman Blunt’s offi ce was 
contacted for help in that effort and the Bronze 
Star arrived in the mail within 60 days.
 A Stone County property owner challenged 
and won reestablishment of his original prop-
erty boundaries with the U.S. Forest Service 
but was never reimbursed for the $784 in out 
of pocket expenses. He turned to Congressman 
Blunt, who wrote the Secretary of Agriculture. 
The secretary authorized the reimbursement of 
the constituent’s expenses.
 Two students from Missouri Southern State 
University were headed to Chile as part of an
exchange program when each learned they 
needed a visa requiring an FBI background 
check. Learning of the problem, Congressman 
Blunt’s offi ce arranged for the two women to be 
fi ngerprinted by the FBI. With only four weeks 
before departure and the average visa process-
ing time at four weeks, Blunt’s constituent ad-
vocates requested consideration for expedited 
services and overcame the deadline with two 
weeks to spare.
 A Republic woman sought help from Con-
gressman Blunt for what was reported to be a 
delinquent loan from the USDA. Congressman 
Blunt’s offi ce learned it was an accounting error. 
The Rural Development agency reversed the er-
ror, and posted her payments, showing the ac-
count current. The inquiry was completed within 
30 days. The error was also reported to credit re-
porting agencies to show her account as “in good 
standing.”
 A Springfi eld resident came to Congressman 
Blunt to acquire her deceased father’s military 
records which were lost in a house fi re. Con-
gressman Blunt’s constituent advocate, Sue 
Ellen Ball, contacted the National Personnel 
Record Center in St. Louis and asked for any 

information or medal he may have earned. 
What came back from the Record Center were 
fi re-singed records due to a fi re in 1973. Also 
received were seven medals and awards for the 
World War II veteran. The lady was so moved 
by the material she received on her late father, 
she wept.
 A Lawrence County couple attempting to 
adopt a 13-year-old child in China they were 
concerned by an approaching deadline that may 
have halted the adoption. Congressman Blunt’s 
offi ce sent an e-mail seeking expedited consid-
eration for the adoption. In less than 30 days the 
expedited petition was approved for the adop-
tion, keeping it on track. 
 A Rogersville family fi led a Privacy Act Re-
lease Form with Congressman Blunt because 
they were six years behind in fi ling taxes while 
serving as missionaries in Russia. The family 
believed they had overpaid their taxes and asked 
for a refund. The IRS declined to make re-
funds after more than two years of discussions. 
Working with the Taxpayer Advocate, Con-
gressman Blunt learned the IRS relented 
and agreed to refund more than $5,000 in tax 
overpayments.
 An Army veteran from Springfi eld came to 
Congressman Blunt’s advocate Jon Bledsoe 
seeking help with a debt from the VA, who want-
ed reimbursement of funds from his non-service 
connected pension. Blunt’s offi ce helped him 
request a waiver to pay back more than $25,000. 
After several attempts to negotiate a resolution 
with the VA, it was determined that the pension 
was not obtained fraudulently and the waiver 
was granted. 
 When a 100% service-connected disabled vet-
eran remarried, he tried unsuccessfully for a year 
to get the VA to add his new family members to 
his benefi ts. He came to Congressman Blunt for 
help. Within three weeks, the VA added his new 
dependents to his benefi t and issued a $2,100 
back-payment.
 A woman caring for her disabled World War 
II veteran father came to Congressman Blunt to 
get promised benefi ts that were to begin in Oc-
tober 2007, but had not yet been received nine 
months later. Only two weeks later the VA rec-
ognized the lapse and began paying benefi ts for 
nursing home care. It came just in time; family 
funds had expired to maintain care for the 78 
year old veteran.

The agency would be 
required to insure the assets and set up systems for 
congressional oversight. It directs the Treasury to 
set limits on compensation for executives of com-
panies whose troubled assets it purchases, and 
calls on the department to develop programs to re-
duce foreclosures and encourage lenders to mod-
ify mortgage terms. It prohibits the purchase of 
certain assets at a higher price than the seller paid. 
The bill allows the department to immediately use 
$250 billion in authority to buy assets, with an ad-
ditional $100 billion if the president certifi es such 
an expansion. The president would have to provide 
a written request for the remaining $350 billion, 
which could be subject to congressional disapprov-
al. It temporarily expands Federal Deposit Insur-
ance Corporation protection to $250,000 per bank 
account. The bill extends dozens of expired or ex-
piring tax provisions, including several energy tax 
provisions. It provides a one-year adjustment to 
exempt more than 20 million taxpayers from pay-
ing the alternative minimum tax on 2008 income 
and require private insurance plans to put mental 
health benefi ts on par with other medical benefi ts.

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Blunt Secures Grant for Tornado Safe Room in Seneca
 Congressman Roy Blunt helped secure a 
$1.5 million grant from the Federal Emergency 
Management Agency to construct a communi-
ty tornado safe room in the Seneca R-7 School 
District. The 13,557 square-foot structure will 
provide protection for more than 2,700 people in 
the storm prone area and is designed to withstand 
250 mile per hour winds.
 “This year Southwest Missouri witnessed 
some of the worst nature has to offer,” Blunt said.  
“The Seneca area bore the brunt of a massive 
line of tornadoes and paid too great a price.  I 
hope we never experience another disaster of that 
magnitude and this shelter is never put to use, but 
if needed it will be well worth the investment.” 
 Seneca Superintendent of Schools Rick Cook 
said, “We’re excited about getting this facility for 
our community. We applied a year ago and just 
last spring, in the space of three weeks, we had 
one tornado that missed our school by just two 

miles and another that came within fi ve miles.”
 FEMA’s Hazard Mitigation Grant Program is 
intended to reduce the loss of life and proper-
ty, lessen the impact to local communities due 
to natural disasters, and enable recovery after a 
disaster. FEMA will pay 75 percent of the proj-
ect costs and the Seneca R-7 School District will 
contribute the remaining 25 percent.

 President Bush issued six disaster declara-
tions over twelve months for several counties in 
Southwest Missouri. Federal agencies came to 
the aid of individuals and local governments to 
put families and businesses back on their feet as 
a series of lethal storms hit the region. 
 Tornadoes swept through Barry, Jasper and 
Newton Counties in Missouri, taking 16 lives, 
plus another six people were killed in Oklaho-
ma. One storm cut a path of destruction from 
near Seneca to Purdy. In January, tornadoes 
damaged schools, homes and businesses in 
Greene County.
 Flooding prompted three presidential disas-
ter declarations from January into April. Heavy 
rains pushed the White River to record levels and 

forced people to fl ee their homes. Table Rock 
Dam reached a new milestone as the lake hit a 
record high in April, forcing the release of water 
through all ten gates.
 Spring fl oods also impacted Neosho, Joplin, 
Springfi eld, and other communities. The James 
River in Galena caused widespread property dam-
age due to torrential rains. 2008 will be among 
the wettest years 
on record in South-
west Missouri.
 In December, 
ice returned to 
the western coun-
ties, knocking out 
power in Jasper, 

Newton and numerous other counties, prompting 
another federal disaster declaration.

 A long-needed modernization to the Foreign 
Intelligence Surveillance 
Act (FISA) negotiated by 
Congressman Roy Blunt 
will make our nation safer 
and more secure, while at 
the same time safeguarding 
and strengthening the free-
doms of every American. 
 For years, our intelligence 
community has been forced 
to track 21st century terror-
ist organizations under a set 
of rules designed to counter 
a 20th-century threat. Unfortunately, we now face 
a sinuous, resilient and constantly adapting ter-
rorist enemy - a threat that legislation originally 
written in 1978 couldn’t adequately address with-
out this much-needed modernization.
 Blunt said, “This update is every bit a victory 

for our national security as it is a clear blow to 
foreign terrorists abroad.”
Key points of the FISA reforms are:
• Gives intelligence community the modern
 tools it needs to monitor terrorist communica-
 tions overseas.
• Retains strong protections for American 
 citizens and adds new layers of protection for 
 Americans living, traveling, or serving 
 abroad.
• Ensures that telecommunications carriers that 
 assisted the country in good faith after 9/11 
 are not subject to frivolous lawsuits
 Blunt and Senator Kit Bond were key play-
ers in shaping the bipartisan FISA deal. “I am 
pleased that after months of work, we were able 
to strike the delicate balance of granting our in-
telligence offi cials the resources and freedoms 
they need while strengthening the freedoms of 
Americans,” Blunt said.

FISA Reforms Are Making America Safer

 In 2009, Southwest Missouri residents on Social Security will receive about $60 more each month 
thanks to this year’s 5.8 percent cost of living adjustment (COLA).  This is the largest increase in a 
quarter century and is more than double the 2.3 percent COLA in 2008.  
  The Social Security Act sets a formula that compares the increase in the average Consumer Price 
Index for Urban Wage Earners and Clerical Workers from the third quarter of 2007 to the third quarter 
of 2008 to estimate each year’s COLA.  
 The Medicare Part B monthly premium will remain at $96.40 in 2009, the fi rst year since 2000 
that there was no increase in previous year’s premium. Medicare Part B covers a portion of the cost of 
physicians’ services, outpatient hospital services, certain home health services and durable medical 
equipment.

 Medicare benefi ciaries can make changes to their 
plans through December 31.  Everyone with Medi-
care benefi ts should review their current health or 
prescription drug plan to make sure it meets their 
needs. Those without prescription drug coverage 
can also enroll in a drug plan during this annual en-
rollment period, but all changes must be completed 
by December 31 in order to take effect in 2009.  
 Last year, two-thirds of all Medicare ben-
efi ciaries reviewed their plan options, one-third 
compared more than one plan, and 3.1 million 
Medicare benefi ciaries – about 12% - changed their 
plan.  It is always a good idea to review your plan 
options because the cost and coverage provided 
by a Medicare plan can change, as can a person’s 
health status.
 Medicare benefi ciaries in Missouri may experi-
ence signifi cant changes – and maybe reduced cov-
erage – if they stay with their current plan. There are 
nearly 50 drug benefi t plans available in Southwest 
Missouri starting at $14.50 a month. A dozen plans 
offer coverage during the gap for some, many or all 
generics drugs with premium costs running from 

$54.50 up 
to $106.80 
a month.  
Of the 23 
m e d i c a l
health plans
available to 
seniors, nearly half have a drug component 
offering gap coverage. While reduced coverage 
sounds like a bad thing, for many healthy seniors 
a less expensive and less inclusive plan makes the 
most economic sense.
