(a) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary of Defense may24

conduct a pilot program in which the Secretary’s agent25
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for purposes of providing notice and taking action to en-1

force obligations for child support and alimony under sec-2

tion 459 of the Social Security Act (42 U.S.C. 659) would3

be exempt from providing ‘‘a copy of the notice or service’’4

as required by subparagraph 459(c)(2)(A) of such Act.5

(b) REQUIREMENTS.—The notice to the individual6

shall comply with all provisions of law except for the provi-7

sion of a copy of the notice or service noted in subsection8

(a), shall be in writing, and shall describe the pertinent9

court order, notice to withhold, or other order or process10

received by the Secretary’s agent to enforce child support11

and alimony obligations. Such information also shall in-12

clude the identity of the court or judicial forum ordering13

the support obligation, the case number, the amount of14

the obligation, and the name of the beneficiary. The notice15

also shall contain an address and telephone number where16

a copy of the notice or service may be obtained upon the17

request of an individual.18

(c) REPORT.—The Secretary shall submit a report to19

the Speaker of the House of Representatives and the20

President of the Senate describing the program. Such re-21

port shall be provided by April 1, 2001 and shall include22

the number of notices provided during the period of the23

pilot program; the number of individuals who requested24

copies of the actual notice or service; and any complaints25
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the Secretary or his agent may receive by not providing1

the actual notice or service.2

(d) PERIOD OF PILOT PROGRAM.—The pilot program3

shall begin within 90 days of the enactment of this Act4

and shall remain in effect through September 30, 2000.5

SEC. 957. LONG-TERM CHARTER OF THREE VESSELS IN6

SUPPORT OF SUBMARINE RESCUE, ESCORT,7

AND TOWING.8

The Secretary of the Navy may to enter into a long-9

term charter or into long-term charters, in accordance10

with section 2401 of title 10, United States Code, for11

three vessels (CAROLYN CHOUEST, United States offi-12

cial number D102057; KELLIE CHOUEST, United13

States official number D1038519; DOLORES14

CHOUEST, United States official number D600288) to15

support the rescue, escort, and towing of submarines.16
