3. Weigh all of the backpacks before the students go home
every day for a week. Record the weights on the chart.

4. Circle the backpacks that are overweight.

How many students in the class carry overweight backpacks?
Are heavy backpacks a problem in your class?
Discuss with the class ways to remedy the problem.
