According to Platts Metals Week, the November average since February 13, 2007, remaining at $450 per troy ounce. The
price of platinum increased 3% as compared with that of November average price of ruthenium decreased 7% as
October, and the palladium average price decreased slightly compared with that of October, and the rhodium average price
over the same time period. The iridium price had not changed increased 6% over the same time period.
