On April 16, 2007, a 24-year-old male career fire
fighter (the victim) was fatally injured while trapped
in the master bedroom during a wind-driven residential
structure fire. At 0603 hours, dispatch reported a
single family house fire. At 0609 hours, the victim®s
ladder truck was second to arrive on scene. Fire was
visible at the back exterior corner of the residence.
Noticing cars iIn the driveway, no one outside, and no
lights visible in the house, the lieutenant from the
first arriving engine called in a second alarm. A
charged 2 %" hoseline was stretched to the front door by
the first arriving engine crew. The engine crew stayed
at the door with the attack line while the cause of poor
water pressure in the hoseline was determined. The
victim and his lieutenant, wearing their SCBA, entered
the residence through the unlocked front door. With
light smoke showing, they walked up the stairs to check
the bedrooms. The victim and lieutenant cleared the top
of the stairs and went straight into the master bedroom.
With smoke beginning to show at ceiling level, the
victim did a right-hand search while the lieutenant with
thermal imaging camera (TIC) in-hand checked the bed.
Suddenly the room turned black then orange with flames.
The lieutenant yelled to the victim to get out. While
verbal communication among the crew was maintained, the
lieutenant found the doorway and moved toward the
stairs. He ended up falling down the stairs to a curve
located midway in the staircase. The lieutenant tried
to direct the victim to the stairs verbally and with a
flashlight. As the wind gusted up to 48 miles per hour,
the wind-driven fire and smoke engulfed the residence.
The incident commander (IC) ordered an evacuation and
the lieutenant was brought outside by the engine and
rescue company crews. The ladder truck lieutenant

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received burns on his ears and right index finger. At
0614 hours, the rescue company officer issued a Mayday
followed by the victim®s Mayday. With protection from
hose lines, several attempts were made by the engine and
rescue company crews to reach the second floor. On the
third attempt the stair landing was reached but the
ceiling started collapsing and flames intensified. At
0621 hours, due to the intensity of the fire throughout
the structure, all fire fighters were evacuated,
operations turned defensive, but the incident continued
in rescue mode. At 0657 hours, the victim was found in
the master bedroom partially on a couch underneath the
front windows. NIOSH investigators concluded that, to
minimize the risk of similar occurrences, fire
departments should: (1) ensure that standard operating
procedures (SOPs) for size-up and advancing a hoseline
address the hazards of high winds and gusts; (2) ensure
that primary search and rescue crews either advance with
a hoseline or follow an engine crew with a hoseline; (3)
ensure that staffing levels are sufficient to accomplish
critical tasks; (4) ensure that fire fighters are
sufficiently trained in survival skills; (5) ensure that
Mayday protocols are reviewed, modified and followed;
(6) ensure that water supply is established and hoses
laid out prior to crews entering the fire structure; (7)
ensure that fire fighters are trained for extreme
conditions such as high winds and rapid fire progression
associated with lightweight construction. Additionally,
municipalities should: (8) ensure that dispatch
collects and communicates information on occupancy and
extreme environmental conditions. Although there is no
evidence that the following recommendation could have
specifically prevented this fatality, NIOSH
investigators recommend that fire departments: (9)
ensure that radios are operable in the fireground
environment.

From the terrorist attacks of September 11, 2001, to
Hurricane Katrina, homeland security risks vary widely.
The nation can neither achieve total security nor afford
to protect everything against all risks. Managing these
risks is especially difficult in today"s environment of
globalization, increasing security interdependence, and
growing fiscal challenges for the federal government.
It is increasingly important that organizations
effectively target homeland security funding--totaling
nearly $65 billion In 2008 federal spending alone--to
address the nation®s most critical priorities. GAO
convened a forum of experts on October 25, 2007, to
advance a national dialogue on applying risk management
to homeland security. Broadly defined, risk management
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is a process that helps policymakers assess risk,
strategically allocate finite resources, and take
actions under conditions of uncertainty. Participants
included federal, state, and local officials and risk
management experts from the private sector and academia.
The forum addressed effective practices, challenges
federal agencies face in applying risk management to
homeland security, and actions that can strengthen
homeland security risk management.

Fire fighter-technician suffers cardiac death 6 hours
after responding to several emergency calls

Hales, Thomas R.
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September 28, 2007
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REPORT

On July 6, 2007, a 34-year old male, career, Fire
Fighter-Technician responded to three emergency calls,
performed a fire prevention inspection, and attended
training during his shift. About six hours after his
emergency response, the FF-Technician experienced chest
pain and shortness of breath. He alerted the Station”s
paramedic who initiated treatment prior to transport to
the nearest hospital. An "evolving anterior myocardial
infarction [heart attack]" was diagnosed and the
FF-Technician was flown to a tertiary care hospital for
a cardiac catheterization and possible angioplasty.

Upon arrival in the cardiac catheterization laboratory,
the FF-Technician went into cardiac arrest. Despite
cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR) and advanced life
support, including placement of an intra-aortic balloon
pump, the FF-Technician died. The death certificate and
autopsy, completed by the Deputy Medical Examiner,
listed "myocardial infarct"” as the immediate cause of
death due to "hypertensive cardiovascular disease."
NIOSH investigators agree with this determination, but
cannot rule out the possibility of cardiomyopathy. In
either case, the FF-Technician®"s fatal incident was
probably triggered by the heat and physical stress of
responding to the emergency calls during his shift.
NIOSH investigators offer the following recommendations
to reduce the risk of on-duty heart attacks and sudden
cardiac deaths in this and other fire departments across
the country. (1) Modify the current fitness-wellness
program to be consistent with NFPA 1583, Standard on
Health-Related Fitness Programs for Fire Fighters and
the Fire Service Joint Labor Management Wellness/Fitness
Initiative to reduce risk factors for cardiovascular
disease and improve cardiovascular capacity. (2) Secure
funding from the governing municipality to upgrade the
current fitness-wellness program. (3) Consider
symptom-limiting stress tests for fire fighters at
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increased risk for coronary artery disease and sudden
cardiac death. (4) Adopt NFPA 1582: Standard on
Comprehensive Occupational Medicine Program for Fire
Departments to ensure fire fighters have the medical
ability to perform duties without presenting a
significant risk to the safety and health of themselves
or others. (5) Work with the local union to phase-in an
annual physical ability test.

Disputes between policyholders and insurers after the

2005 hurricanes highlight the challenges of determining

the cause and extent of damages when properties are

subject to both high winds and flooding. Additionally,
insurers want to reduce their exposure in high-risk

areas, and state wind iInsurance programs have grown

significantly. H.R. 3121, the Flood Insurance Reform

and Modernization Act of 2007, would create a combined

federal insurance program with coverage for both wind

and flood damage. GAO was asked to evaluate this
potential program in terms of (1) what would be required

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Fire fighter suffers sudden cardiac death during
physical fitness training--North Carolina

On December 1, 2006, a 44-year-old male career Fire
Fighter (FF) was participating in physical fitness
training in preparation for the Fire Department®s annual
physical fitness examination and the job-related
physical agility test (JRPAT). After running
(sprinting) for about 15 minutes he collapsed. A
passerby alerted the fire fighters in the fire station.
Crew members found the FF unresponsive, not breathing,
and without a pulse (1748 hours). Dispatch was
notified, cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR) and
advanced life support were begun, and the FF was
transported to the hospital®s Emergency Department.
Inside the Emergency Department, advanced life support
treatment continued with no improvement in the FF"s
condition. The attending physician pronounced the FF
dead at 1819 hours and resuscitation efforts were
discontinued. The death certificate and autopsy
(completed by the Medical Examiner) listed "hypertrophic
obstructive cardiomyopathy"™ as the cause of death. NIOSH
investigators offer the following recommendations to
address general safety and health issues. However, it
is unclear if any of these recommendations could have
prevented the FF"s sudden death. (1) Perform periodic
medical evaluations consistent with National Fire
Protection Association (NFPA) 1582, Standard on
Comprehensive Occupational Medical Program for Fire
Departments. The Fire Department and Union should
negotiate the content and frequency of the evaluations
to be consistent with NFPA 1582. (2) Fire fighters
should be medically cleared prior to participating in
the Fire Department"s physical fitness examination and
the job-related physical agility test, specifically, by
taking the aerobic capacity (treadmill) test. (3)
Provide fire fighters with medical evaluations and
clearance to wear self-contained breathing apparatus
(SCBAs).

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On July 4, 2006, a 35-year-old male volunteer Fire
Fighter (FF) responded to a rescue call for rafters
(boaters) who had fallen into a river at approximately
1431 hours. Once on scene, the FF stood by the
apparatus while the rafters were rescued upstream and
the emergency was declared under control. Units
returned to their station, the equipment was readied for
the next call, and the FF returned home for the evening.
The next morning, July 5th, the FF went to his regular
job at a local manufacturing plant. After visiting the
infirmary for a skin rash, he went to his work station
and suddenly collapsed. Coworkers, including the
plant®s medical emergency response team responded,
called 9-1-1, and began medical treatment including
cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR). Ambulance
personnel began advanced life support treatment and
transported the FF to the hospital®s emergency
department. Despite advanced life support and CPR, the
FF died. The death certificate and autopsy (completed
by the forensic pathologist) listed "mitral valve
prolapse™ as the cause of death. The NIOSH investigator
concluded that the FF"s underlying mitral valve prolapse
and/or left ventricular hypertrophy were responsible for
his sudden cardiac death, possibly triggered by the
physical stress of responding to the rescue call. NIOSH
investigators offer the following recommendations to
address general safety and health issues. It is
doubtful any of these recommendations would have
prevented this FF"s sudden cardiac death. (1) Perform
pre-placement and periodic medical evaluations
consistent with National Fire Protection Association
(NFPA) 1582, Standard on Comprehensive Occupational
Medical Program for Fire Departments. (2) Secure
endotracheal tubes to prevent dislodgment during patient
treatment, transfer, and transport. (3) Ensure that
fire fighters are cleared for duty by a physician
knowledgeable about the physical demands of
firefighting, the personal protective equipment used by
fire fighters, and the various components of NFPA 1582.
(4) Provide fire fighters with medical evaluations and

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clearance to wear self-contained breathing apparatus
(SCBAs). (5) Develop a structured wellness/fitness
program for fire fighters to reduce risk factors for
cardiovascular disease and improve cardiovascular
capacity. (6) Perform an annual physical performance

are physically capable of performing the essential job
tasks of structural firefighting.

The victims® engine was dispatched at 1236 hours
as an additional unit alarm and arrived on the scene at
approximately 1240 hours. At approximately 1251 hours,
victim #1, victim #2 and fire fighter #1 advanced a 2
Y%-inch hand line through the front of the structure and
down an aisle toward the rear of the store. The fire
was located in the rear interior of the structure
(discount store) that sold a variety of numerous small
household commodity items. Approximately three minutes
later, the structural members supporting the floor
directly below the victims failed. The V-shaped
collapse of the floor caused victim #1 and victim #2 to
fall into the basement and shelving stocked with
merchandise to fall in on top of them. Multiple MAYDAYs
were transmitted and the fire fighter assist and search
team (FAST) was deployed to the front of the structure
where they assisted in the rescue of numerous members
who had been operating in the interior of the structure
at the time of the collapse. Battalion Chief #1,
Lieutenant #1 and fire Fighter #1 were freed from the

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debris. At approximately 1415 hours, victim #1 was
removed from the debris in the basement and transported
to the hospital. He died the next day as a result of
his Injuries. At approximately 1435 hours, victim #2
was removed from the basement and transported to the
hospital where he was pronounced deceased as a result of
his Injuries. NIOSH investigators concluded that, to
minimize the risk of similar occurrences, fire
departments should: (1) consider the possibility of a
substandard structure when building information is not
available from pre-incident plans and (2) consider the

load of water on the structure and go defensive when
water load potentially compromises the structural
integrity. Additionally, municipalities should: (3)
explore means of coordinating information sharing
between building and fire departments to increase safety
for fire fighters and civilians; and (4) consider
conducting inspections on all commercial structures
where a change of occupancy has occurred or renovations
are known or suspected, giving special attention to
non-sprinklered commercial retail structures.

On October 10, 2006, a 40-year-old male career Fire
Fighter (the victim) was fatally injured during a
residential structure fire. At 0222 hours, dispatch
reported a residential two-story row house structure
fire with possible parties trapped. Battalion Chief #1
was the Ffirst on scene and assumed Incident Command
(1C). Squad 11 (SQ11) arrived followed by Engine 41
(E41) as heavy black smoke poured out of the front of
the residence. A civilian jumped from an A-side second
story window and another confused civilian was walking
around on the sidewalk; both were attended to by fire
fighters. Two E41 fTire fighters (the victim and ff#1)
led a Squad-11 fire fighter (ff#2) into the residence
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with a 1 % attack line. They entered a narrow hallway
and passed through a door to the foot of the stairs that
lead to the second floor. The E41 Lieutenant entered
the structure and requested the building be vented due
to the heat. At 0228 hours, Battalion Chief #2 (Rear
IC) arrived on scene and reported to the C-side of the
structure per the request of the IC. The victim
advanced to the top of the stairs when conditions became
extremely hot. Shortly after hearing that the fire"s
origin may be in the basement causing the crew to back
out, the victim feeling the intense heat ran by ff#l and
into ff#2 (from SQ11) knocking them both to the floor
with the front door closing behind them and pinching the
hose line. FF#2 struggled to get his arm out the crack
of the door while ff#1 was trying to get the victim off
of ff#2. Officers and fire fighters were outside trying
to pull the fire fighters out and were able to get ff#l
and Ff#2 out through a partial opening of the door. The
victim could not get out until the door was removed.
FF#1 and ff#2 were pulled out at 0232 hours and the
victim was removed at 0235 hours. Immediately,
paramedics on scene attended to the two fire fighters
and the victim. The victim was given cardiopulmonary
resuscitation (CPR) and transported to the hospital.
FF#1 and ff#2 were transported to the hospital and
treated for severe burns. NIOSH investigators concluded
that, to minimize the risk of similar occurrences, fire
departments should: (1) ensure that thermal imaging
cameras (TIC) are used during initial size-up; (2)
ensure that ventilation is coordinated with the interior
attack; (3) ensure that tools such as door wedges are
utilized to prevent water flow and escape problems; (4)
ensure that a Rapid Intervention Crew (RIC) is on scene
prior to an attack crew entering a hazardous
environment; and (5) ensure that department policies and
procedures are followed.

On March 1, 2006, a volunteer fire fighter (the victim)
was critically injured and another volunteer fire
fighter was seriously injured while fighting a
wildland/urban interface fire. The two fire fighters
arrived on the scene at approximately 1600 hours as the
fire jumped a paved road and began to burn in a field
between two homes. The fire was rapidly spreading in an
easterly direction toward a large pasture when the
victim drove the grass truck into the field to conduct a
direct attack on the south flank of the fire. The
victim drove the grass truck while the other fire
fighter attacked the fire using a hose line while riding
in the bed of the truck. The victim instructed the fire
fighter that they had to leave the area due to the
limited visibility caused by the heavy smoke conditions.
The fire Fighter began to secure the hose line in the
bed of the truck when he felt an increase in heat from
the advancing fire. The victim put the grass truck in
reverse and inadvertently backed the truck into a ditch
where the fire fighter fell out of the bed of the truck
and became entangled in a barbed wire fence. The fire
burned over their position, destroying the grass truck,
critically injuring the victim, and seriously injuring
the fire fighter. The fire fighter freed himself from
the barbed wire, located the incapacitated victim in the
thick smoke, and told him that he was going to get help.
The fire fighter was walking toward the paved road when
he flagged down a tender with two fire fighters inside.
He told them about the victim®"s condition and then sent
them across the field to help him. The victim was
transported in the tender back to the paved road where
an ambulance was waiting to transport him to an area
hospital. The victim was air lifted at 1836 hours to
the State Burn Center. The injured fire fighter was
transported to the regional hospital where he was
treated for 2nd and 3rd degree burns to his hands, face,
and lower back before being released later that same
day. The victim died on March 24, 2006, as a result of
the injuries he received on March 1, 2006. NIOSH
investigators concluded that, to minimize the risk of
similar occurrences, fire departments should: (1)
ensure that wildland fire fighting crews check-in at the
Incident Command Post, staging area or with the
Division/Group Supervisor and obtain a briefing and
assignment prior to engaging in fire fighting
activities; (2) ensure that all fire fighters expected
to participate in wildland fire fighting operations
receive training equivalent to the NFPA Wildland Fire
Fighter Level I; (3) provide fire fighters with approved
fire shelters and provide training on the proper
deployment of the fire shelters at least annually, with
periodic refresher training; (4) provide fire fighters
with wildland appropriate personal protective equipment
(PPE) (e.-g., Nomex® pants or coveralls) that is NFPA
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1977 compliant; (5) ensure that personnel engaged in
wildland fire fighting follow the guidelines addressed
in the Fireline Handbook developed by the National
Wildfire Coordinating Group; and (6) establish,
implement, and enforce procedures which include, but are
not limited to, combating ground cover fires.

Per the direction of the Secretary of the Department of
Homeland Security, the Homeland Security Advisory
Council established the Essential Technology Task Force
to provide recommendations for acquiring technologies
critical to meeting the Department®s mission of
maintaining a robust, flexible, and resilient homeland
security capacity when both threat and technologies are
rapidly changing.

Civilian emergency response has a number of unique
properties that make joint military-civilian operations
particularly challenging. Chief amongst these
attributes is the collaborative nature of civilian
emergency response that often includes multiple
disciplines such as police and fire, each with its own
mission, protocols, role, resources, and command
structure. Furthermore, while military C2 is designed
to proactively manage multiple tactical operations in
the context of a larger strategic objective, civilian
operations are planned to reactively contain a single
incident. This combination makes joint response
particularly exigent during the first 72 hours of an
incident, when diverse technical and human resources
must rapidly fuse under crisis conditions to mount an
effective response. This paper focuses on rapidly
linking military and civilian C2 infrastructures for
joint disaster relief operations. We first compare
civilian and military C2 models and discuss differences
that impact collaborative response. We then discuss
purely technical requirements, such as communications,
messaging, and network interoperability. The paper will
then analyze unique civilian elements such as
self-dispatched responders, emergent volunteers, total
or partial disintegration of civilian command, role of
law, and local customs. We conclude with a proposed
model for joint operations suitable for the first 72
hours of a major incident.

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We audited FEMA"s efforts to improve the information
systems used to support its disaster response logistics
processes. The objectives of this audit were to (1)
determine how effectively existing and proposed
information technology systems improve the coordination
of disaster logistics management activities; and (2)
assess the adequacy of FEMA"s strategies, plans, and
procedures for acquiring and developing an efficient,
transparent, and flexible logistics system. FEMA"s
existing information technology systems do not support
logistics activities effectively. Specifically, the
systems do not provide complete asset visibility of
disaster goods, such as commodities and property, from
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their initial shipment to final distribution in disaster
areas. The systems also do not provide comprehensive
asset management; instead, several systems must be used
to order, ship, and account for disaster goods.
Additionally, the systems are not integrated and,
therefore, cannot share information during disaster
response. As a result, FEMA may be hindered in its
ability to perform disaster response in an effective and
timely manner. FEMA has taken a number of positive
steps to improve its logistics capabilities by
developing a planning strategy and gathering independent
evaluations of its technology and operations. These
efforts will enhance FEMA"s ability to assess its
existing systems, identify its information technology
system requirements, and select the appropriate
technologies to meet its logistics needs. We are
recommending that the FEMA Administrator direct the
Logistics Management Directorate to finalize its
logistics strategic and operational plans to guide
logistics activities; develop standard business
processes and procedures for logistics activities;
evaluate current technologies; and develop a strategy
for acquiring information technology systems to support
the logistics mission.

On July 31, 2007, the House Committee on Oversight and
Government Reform held a hearing to review the Federal
Emergency Management Agency®s (FEMA) preparedness to
handle a future disaster. During that hearing, the
Deputy Inspector General for Emergency Management
Oversight testified that the "New FEMA"™ had made
progress in many areas related to disaster preparedness,
but that generally FEMA was not fully prepared for a
catastrophic disaster. The Committee, in turn,
requested that the Office of Inspector General (01G)
provide a high-level assessment of the Department of
Homeland Security (DHS)/FEMA"s preparedness for the next
catastrophic disaster. The primary objectives of our
assessment were to identify key areas for preparing for
a catastrophic disaster, and determine the progress FEMA
has made in the key areas since Hurricane Katrina struck
in August 2005. We reviewed pertinent reports,
including those of our office and the Government
Accountability Office (GAO), as well as congressional
testimony. We identified nine key areas critical to
successtul catastrophic preparedness efforts. We
collaborated with FEMA officials to identify two to five
critical components within each key area. We
interviewed FEMA officials and evaluated documents
provided by them. We assessed FEMA®"s progress in each
of the areas using a four-tiered scale: substantial
progress, moderate progress, modest progress, and
limited or no progress. Given the scope and limitations
of our review, we did not perform an in-depth assessment
of each of the nine key preparedness areas. We used the
critical components within each area, as well as our
broader knowledge of the key preparedness areas, to
gauge FEMA"s overall progress in those areas. Overall,
FEMA has made moderate progress in five of the nine key
areas, modest progress in three areas, and limited
progress in one area. FEMA officials said that budget
shortfalls, reorganizations, inadequate information
technology systems, and confusing or limited authorities
negatively affected theilr progress. We agree with
FEMA. FEMA would also benefit from better knowledge
management and plans for sustaining initiatives that are
underway . We are recommending that FEMA (1) conduct a
comprehensive "'needs analysis'" to determine where they
are now and where they need to be, as an agency, in
terms of preparedness for a catastrophic disaster; (2)
develop and sustain a system for tracking progress of
programs, initiatives, and enhancements; and (3) provide
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regular updates regarding progress on all major
preparedness initiatives and projects.

The Constitution empowers the President to act as
Commander in Chief of the armed forces and to see to the
execution of federal law; it gives Congress the
authority to make federal law including laws for the
regulation of the armed forces. The Posse Comitatus Act
prohibits use of the armed forces to perform civilian
governmental tasks unless explicitly authorized to do
so. There are statutory exceptions to ensure continued
enforcement of state and federal law, to provide
disaster assistance, and to provide technical support
for law enforcement. Further exceptions are proposed
(H.R. 1986, H.R. 1815). There are constitutional
impediments to the use of the military to nationalize an
industry, to try civilians, and to compel state
officials to perform federally-imposed duties. Unlawful
use of the armed forces might result in criminal or
civil liability for responsible authorities and
frustrate prosecution of terrorists. For a more
complete discussion, see CRS Report 95-964, The Posse
Comitatus Act and Related Matters: The Use of the
Military to Execute Civilian Law.

Concerns have grown that terrorists could use
radioactive materials and sealed sources (materials
sealed in a capsule) to build a "dirty bomb"--a device
using conventional explosives to disperse radioactive
material. In 2003, GAO found weaknesses in the Nuclear
Regulatory Commission®s (NRC) radioactive materials
licensing process and made recommendations for
improvement. For this report, GAO assesses (1) the
progress NRC has made in implementing the 2003
recommendations, (2) other steps NRC has taken to
improve its ability to track radioactive materials, (3)
Customs and Border Protection"s (CBP) ability to detect
radioactive materials at land ports of entry, and (4)

Since 1978, FEMA has been
charged with assisting communities by producing flood
maps that detail areas at risk; identify where flood
insurance is needed; and, help limit construction within
flood zones. However, the majority of FEMA"s maps are
outdated and in unalterable paper format. In response
to demands for more accurate mapping products, FEMA has
embarked on a six-year, $1.475 billion program to update
and digitize the nation"s flood maps. As part of our
ongoing responsibility to assess the efficiency and
effectiveness of departmental programs and operations,
we conducted an audit of FEMA®"s Multi-Hazard Flood Map
Modernization Program. The objectives of our audit were
to assess FEMA"s management approach; coordination with
federal, state, and local entities; and, acquisition and
use of technology to meet map modernization program
objectives. As a result of our audit, we determined
that while FEMA is making progress in map modernization,
a number of significant challenges remain.

Specifically, FEMA has developed a plan that outlines
the priorities, resources, and standards for
accomplishing map modernization in communities across
the U.S. However, because of budget limitations, FEMA"s
plan does not reflect user or funding needs. Also, the
plan does not provide guidance on how new mapping
standards will be achieved. Due to these deficiencies,
the plan discourages stakeholder buy-in and may not help
FEMA meet its map modernization schedule and quality
goals. A modified plan and improved FEMA control of map
modernization costs, schedule, and performance would
help ensure effective program results.

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The Federal Protective Service (FPS) is responsible for
providing physical security and law enforcement services
to about 9,000 General Services Administration (GSA)
facilities.

The terrorist attacks of September 11, 2001, on the
World Trade Center in New York City and the Pentagon in
Arlington, Virginia, are estimated to have resulted iIn
insured losses amounting to $32.5 billion. Subsequent
to the attacks, insurers largely stopped offering
terrorism insurance coverage to commercial property
owners, which raised significant concerns about
potential negative economic consequences. To help
restore confidence and stability in property insurance
markets, Congress enacted and the President signed the
Terrorism Risk Insurance Act of 2002 (TRIA). Under
TRIA, the federal government assumed significant
responsibility for the potential insured financial
losses associated with future terrorist attacks. While
TRIA, which was reauthorized in 2005 and again in 2007,
has been credited with stabilizing markets for
commercial property insurance, some building owners,
Members of Congress, and other industry participants
remain concerned that there may still be gaps in
coverage. In particular, they have expressed concerns
about the ability of policyholders located in large
urban areas that are viewed as being at high risk of
attack to obtailn terrorism Insurance coverage. Under
the 2007 statute that reauthorized TRIA coverage, GAO

was required to conduct a study to determine if specific
markets in the United States have any unique constraints
on the amount of terrorism Insurance available and to
evaluate options to enhance coverage. This law required
GAO to submit a report to the Committee on Banking,
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Housing, and Urban Affairs of the Senate and the
Committee on Financial Services of the House of
Representatives no later than June 23, 2008. The
purpose of this report is to document our compliance
with this reporting requirement.
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Members of the Committee requested that GAO provide
additional comments to a number of post-hearing
questions after GAO testified before the Subcommittee on
Management, Investigations, and Oversight on the
Department of Homeland Security®"s (DHS) Preparedness for
Catastrophic Disasters. The responses are generally
based on work associated with previously issued GAO
products, which were conducted in accordance with
generally accepted government auditing standards.

The National Earthquake Hazards Reduction Program
(NEHRP) has had a significant impact on the
modernization and streamlining of the nation"s
earthquake loss-reduction activities during the past two
years.

First, the advent of common access to the
Internet has made possible faster and more efficient
exchange of information and data than ever before. New
technology also spawned networks managing all kinds of
data, organized in myriad ways that scientists and
others need to manage the effects of earthquakes.

This report reflects the
ideas, opinions, and needs identified by the State and
Federal agencies, and private representatives present at
the Albuquerque meeting. Because of the critical nature
of the drought and the need to provide the findings and
suggestions to the President quickly, neither FEMA nor
the other Federal agencies have had the opportunity to
thoroughly analyze the findings and suggestions, nor to
apply cost-benefit principles to the suggested
approaches.

In November 2005, the Department of Homeland Security
(DHS) announced the launch of Secure Border Initiative
(SB1), a multiyear, multibillion-dollar program aimed at
securing U.S. borders and reducing illegal immigration.
Elements of SBI are carried out by several organizations
within DHS. One component is the U.S. Customs and
Border Protection®s (CBP) SBI program office, which is
responsible for developing a comprehensive border
protection system using people; technology, known as
SBlnet; and tactical infrastructure (Tl)--pedestrian and
vehicle fencing; roads; and lighting. Initially, the
focus of SBI is on the U.S. southwest border areas,
between the ports of entry, that CBP has designated as
most in need of enhanced border security because of
serious vulnerabilities. In September 2006, CBP awarded
a prime contract to the Boeing Company for 3 years, with
three additional 1l-year options. As the prime
contractor, Boeing is responsible for acquiring,
deploying, and sustaining selected SBlInet technology and
tactical infrastructure projects, and for providing
supply chain management for selected tactical
infrastructure projects. For fiscal years 2005 through
2008, Congress appropriated more than $2.7 billion for
the SBI program. For fiscal year 2009, the President®s
budget includes a request for an additional $775 million
for SBI. The Fiscal Year 2008 Consolidated
Appropriations Act required DHS to submit to the House
and Senate Appropriations Committees an expenditure plan
for the department®s efforts to establish a security
barrier along the borders of the United States,
including pedestrian and vehicle fencing as well as
other forms of tactical infrastructure and technology.
This plan was to address 15 legislative conditions and
was submitted to Congress on March 31, 2008. As
required by the act, we reviewed the plan and on April 7
and April 10, 2008, briefed staff of the House and
Senate Appropriations Subcommittees, respectively, on
our results.

New Orleans faces many challenges in the aftermath of
Hurricane Katrina including the challenge of
reestablishing the health care system and hospitals
within the system. Hurricane Katrina, which made
landfall on August 29, 2005, and the subsequent flooding
caused by the failure of the New Orleans levee systems,
resulted in the sudden closure, damage, or disruption in
services at many of the New Orleans hospitals. On
August 1, 2007, officials representing five New Orleans
hospitals that have been the main health care providers
in the region since the hurricane, testified before the
House Committee on Energy and Commerce®s Subcommittee on
Oversight and Investigations. The officials stated that
since the hurricane they have experienced significant
operating losses and that they expect the losses to
continue. The official from one of the hospitals that
was designated to present an overview of the specific
problems facing the five hospitals stated in his
testimony that the hospitals expected to experience a
combined operating loss of $135 million in calendar year
2007. This operating loss estimate was calculated using
operating revenue and expense amounts for all five
hospitals for January through May 2007 and then
annualized for the year. The official also testified
that the combined operating loss for the five hospitals
would equal $405 million by 2009. The hospital official
cited several reasons for operating losses, including
increased labor costs and Medicare reimbursements that
do not take into account the increased labor costs since
the hurricane. The hospital official appealed to
Congress for additional federal financial assistance.
The subcommittee asked us to review the extent to which
Hurricane Katrina adversely affected the hospitals”
operating results. To that end, Congress asked us to
analyze 1) the operating results of the five hospitals
before and after Hurricane Katrina and 2) the factors
contributing to changes in hospital operating results
and whether those factors would have a continuing
impact.
