Ms. Barbara Hinke’s career in law enforcement began with the San Francisco Sheriff’s Department. From there, she switched to the San Francisco Police Department where she became a special police officer for 4 years. She eventually returned to the San Francisco Sheriff’s Department, working myriad different details including but not limited to the first jail ombudsman for the sheriff in this country, and the assistant to the chief of the Civil Division. Additionally, Ms. Hinke interned with the U.S. Attorney General’s Office while obtaining her paralegal degree.
After several years, injuries began to plague Ms. Hinke’s career. She was tapped to become a lieutenant and then captain in a private-sector worldwide security organization called The Wackenhut Corporation. During this time, she sustained another serious injury while detailed to take over robbery prevention at one of the Bank of America bank branches. It was the same year that the tragic 9/11 events occurred.

During her recovery, Ms. Hinke was offered vocational rehabilitation and decided to further her formal education with a master’s degree. She recovered from an infectious disease that took 2 entire months to diagnose. It became intensely evident to her that the United States was deficiently prepared to diagnose infectious diseases such as she had contracted during her tour of duty. The Nation is in dire need of updating its own protection from terrorists that could infiltrate the country with hundreds of possible scenarios and ultimately carrying out one of their fanatical destructive intimidating attacks.

These events led Ms. Hinke to begin her master’s program with American Military University (AMU) in hopes that one day soon, the United States will have advanced its protection efforts from the 20th century tactics into a newer, more highly advanced and superior strategically balanced protective undertaking to combat the current challenges we face today and in the future.

Ms. Hinke was chosen to fulfill the position of student recorder/reporter for the Emergency Management Institute Higher Education Conference. Her desire and goals in attending this Conference in the capacity of a recorder/reporter is to gain additional knowledge of how this country is to handle natural disasters, domestic, and/or international acts of terrorism.
