We fully acknowledge that if complete data and documentation to comply with
44 CFR 65.10 is not provided within the designated timeframe of 24 months, FEMA will initiate a map
revision to redesignate certain areas on the landward side of the levee as Special Flood Hazard Area, the
area subject to inundation by the base flood.
