Starting January 1, 2006, many Indian health facilities will participate in Medicare
prescription drug plans to provide the prescriptions you need. Joining a Medicare
prescription drug plan may benefit you and your community. Medicare will send
you a letter and the Medicare & You 2006 handbook with more information.

What do | need to know?

® You must join a Medicare prescription drug plan for you and your community to
benefit from this coverage.

® You automatically qualify for extra help for your prescription drug costs.

® You can join a Medicare prescription drug plan starting November 15, 2005
through May 15, 2006.

® Join a plan by December 31, 2005, and choose the plan used by your pharmacy.

® |f you don't join a plan by May 15, 2006, Medicare will enroll you in a plan to
make sure that you receive this important benefit and do not have to pay a
penalty for late enroliment.

® Ask your local Indian health provider about prescription drug plans available to you.

® Joining a Medicare prescription drug plan could help your Indian healthcare
provider save money and increase services to your community.
