»Abnormal BeLPT

»Chronic beryllium disease

(CBD)
v

»With CBD—$150,000 lump
sum payment plus medical
expenses

»With abnormal BeLPT—

a. Medical monitoring for
CBD

b. No lump sum payment

Medical Evidence
»CBD

»Exposure to beryllium is “at
least as likely as not” was a
significant factor in causing
CBD *

»Payment of medical
expenses

»May be entitled to a
maximum $250,000 lump
sum based on yrs of
qualifying wage-loss
