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SILICON IN SEPTEMBER 2007 
 
 Preliminary data for September 2007 indicate that domestic 
production and net shipments of silicon ferroalloys, on a gross-
weight basis, decreased by 8% and 2%, respectively, compared 
with those in August 2007, according to the U.S. Geological 
Survey. Ending stocks increased slightly compared with those at 
the end of August. Stocks included adjustments in inventory and 
in-plant consumption of ferrosilicon to produce magnesium 
ferrosilicon and other miscellaneous alloys. Production-related 
statistics for silicon metal were concealed to avoid disclosing 
company proprietary data.  

 Domestic production and shipments of ferrosilicon during the 
third quarter of 2007 were 9% and 15% less, respectively, than 
those of the second quarter of 2007. They were 9% and 13% 
higher, respectively, during the first 9 months of 2007 compared 
with those during the same period in 2006. All domestic data for 
ferrosilicon have been combined to avoid disclosing company 
proprietary data.
