Through our partners, we also 

offer long-term assistance finding secure housing and achieving self-

sufficiency through employment.


ALERT also offers educational training for community organizations, law en­

forcement and others regarding the needs of trafficked persons in Arizona,

and how those people can respond to trafficking in their communities.
