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Attached are the fiscal year (FY) 2009 Cost-of-Living adjustments to the SNAP maximum
allotments for Alaska and Hawaii. In Alaska, the maximum allotment for a 4-person
household reflects an increase of over 8 percent for the areas of Urban, Rural I, and Rural IL.
In Hawaii, the maximum allotment for a 4-person household reflects an increase of
approximately 7 percent.

These standards also incorporate the provision of the 2008 Farm Bill that indexed the
minimum benefit amount to 8 percent of the one-person Thrifty Food Plan rounded to the
nearest whole dollar, effectively increasing the minimum allotment for one and two person
households from $10 to $17 for Alaska Urban, $21 for Alaska Rural I, $26 for Alaska Rural
11, and $22 for Hawaii. '

These adjustments are scheduled to go into effect on October 1, 2008. State agencies that
have questions regarding these adjustments should contact their respective Regional Office
representative.
