Data warehouse reports now accessible, transitioned grantees only , level 2

This message is intended for grantees that have transitioned to centralized vaccine distribution.

The CDC interim data warehouse is now available for report generation on grantee inventory and nonviable vaccine. A step by step instruction guide is attached and the following link is a training module which walks through the steps to access the reports. http://www2a.cdc.gov/vaccines/ed/vmbip/ 
The available reports are a product of the initial phase of reporting which may evolve into other reports as well as other mechanisms of delivery to the grantees as we move forward with centralized distribution. Because these reports are accessible only to CDC staff, we will be relying on POB field staff to generate the following reports for their (and, in some cases, other) host agencies:

1. Non-viable vaccine report (recommend generating monthly on the first of the month) 

2. Grantee Specific Inventory report (recommend generating monthly on the first of the month): this report provides the inventory of vaccines that do not exist on federal contracts that the grantee purchased in bulk with state or local and 317 FA vaccine funds.

Because not all grantees have a federal assignee, some POB field staff will be asked to generate these reports both for their host agency and for one other grantee. Those assignments are listed below.

Listed below are the grantees without a federal assignee and next to it the PHA who is being asked to generate reports for that grantee in addition to the host agency where he or she is assigned. Once a month, Julie Orta will forward directly to the field staff an updated Excel spreadsheet listing the PPOC email addresses kept on file by McKesson. POB field assignees are asked to forward the data warehouse reports to the email addresses in that file. Attached is the file to be used currently.  NOTE: due to the individual’s confidentiality, this file is not attached.
