The first distinctive gathering of Naval Veterans of this State 
was on the seventeenth of September, 1879-Battle-Flag Day. 

On that memorable day one' hhis?&& and seventy-five Veterans 
of the Navy met on the park, at the Capital of the State, and repre- 
sented their arm o i  the service in theSwremonies, officers and sailors 
alike, proud of the opportunity to show their respect to their brethren 
of the Army, and assist in the renloral of the Flags which they had 
borne in the field, to their appropriate resting place in the Capitol of 
the State. They organized as a Battalion of six con~p:lnies, under 
command of Captain CHARI.ESA.

At this meeting the name and address of all the Naval I'eterans 
participating in the parade was obtained, which proved of great 
service in ~~otifyingthe members of gatherings thereafter, but 110 

formal attempt was made to organi~e, as a separate body, until the 
unveiling of the statue of Governor Ruckingham, on the eighteenth 
of June, 1884.

There has been a reunion each year since its organization, as 
follows : 

The first, at Hartford, eighteenth of June, 1884. 
The second, at Savin Rock, tenth of September, 1885. 
The third, at Hartford, seventeenth of September, 1886. 

At the latter reunion, the Association paraded, it being the day 
selected for the dedication of the Soldiers' and Sailors' Memorial 
Arch. A business meeting was lleld after the parade, and a uniform 
adopted, which has since been worn by the members at their reunions 
and parades. 

The fourth reunion was held at New Haven, on the seventeenth 
of June, 1887. The command marched, with their Army brethren, to 
top of East Rock, and there assisted in the dedication of the Soldiers' 
and Sailors' Monument, and, on their return to the city, held a re 
union and business meeting at Elks Hall.

17oLc1i (August 25, ISSS), That the age for Sons of Veterans shall 
be fifteen years, at least. Sons of deceased Kaval Veterans, whether 
such Veterans were members of this organization, or not, may be 
eligible, but membership to be conditional upon the payment of the 
same dues as are paid by Veteran members. The badge of Sons of 
Veterans to be red, instead of blue ; and applicants are to be recom- 
mended by the parent or guardian of the candidate, such members to 
be hereafter entitled "lunior Veterans."

j. Anchor, gold foul anchor embroidered, to be worn on each 
sleeve. 

6. Star, to he \vorn over stripes by officers. 
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
