The Asian longhorned beetle (ALB) is
a serious threat to hardwood trees in
the United States. It kills trees by
boring into trunks and branches.
The ALB attacks many different
hardwoods, including maples,
horsechestnut, poplar, willow, elm,
ash, and black locust.

Trees damaged by this pest have
round entry and exit holes about a half
inch in diameter and may have
sawdust piled up at the base. Sap may
flow out of these holes.

If you think you have found one of
these beetles, please contact your
local office of the U.S. Department of
Agriculture’s Animal and Plant Health
Inspection Service (APHIS). Save
trees—know the signs of ALB!
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
