Actua amounts received by LEAs will be smaller than shown here due to State-level adjustmentsto Federa Title| alocations. States adjust
allocations, for example, to reflect LEA boundary changes or the creation of new LEAS, including charter school LEAS, that are not accounted
for in the Department's calculations. States also are permitted to reserve up to 1 percent of alocations for administration and must reserve

2 percent of allocations (rising to 4 percent in fiscal year 2004) for school improvement activities. These adjustments will reduce the actual
amounts available under al three columns of the table.
