COMMUNICATION FOR THE CDC TO SHARE WITH GRANTEES

MedImmune is pleased to offer the 2008/2009 FluMist® (Influenza Virus Vaccine Live, Intranasal) Replacement Program for the CDC’s Providers and Grantees.  The intent of this Program is to maximize influenza vaccination opportunities for healthcare providers.  The Program will allow for the replacement of unused expiring (or expired) FluMist doses with FluMist product with later expiry so as to extend the opportunity for vaccination.  The details of the Program will be posted to this website later this summer.

The general terms of the Program are as follows:

MedImmune has contracted with a third party vendor for FluMist replacement for Providers and Grantees.  Providers and Grantees may request replacement of eligible FluMist product up to 15 days prior to the expiration date printed on the sprayer label.  All replacement requests must be made by faxing a request to a toll-free fax number (800-371-3963) and must be submitted by January 30, 2009.  Requests submitted after this date will not be accepted.

· Replacement requests will be fulfilled in multiples of 10 units of product (the smallest unit of packing available).  

· Requests in units not divisible by 10 will be rounded down to the nearest pack (e.g., a request submitted for 23 replacement doses will be fulfilled with 20 doses).  

After submitting the request, it is the Provider or Grantee’s responsibility to package the product to be replaced and ship the product directly to the specified third party vendor.  Prepaid packaging will be provided and the return freight will be at no cost to the Provider or Grantee.  Replacement product will not be shipped until the expired product is received at the third party vendor distribution center and eligibility is verified.

The specified third party vendor will confirm the quantity to be replaced, and ship the replacement quantity to the Provider or Grantee at no cost to the Provider or Grantee.
