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right to appeal to the Board of Appel-
late Review (part 7 of this chapter)
within 30 days from the date of the
hearing examiner’s decision.

§ 18.20 Appeal to the Board of Appel-
late Review.

Within 30 days from the date of the
hearing examiner’s decision, either
party may appeal to the Board of Ap-
pellate Review. The appeal shall be
taken by filing notice of appeal, in
triplicate, with the Board of Appellate
Review, which shall state with particu-
larity exceptions to the decision of the
hearing examiner and reasons for such
exceptions. If an appeal is by the Direc-
tor General, he/she shall transmit a
copy thereof to the respondent. Within
30 days after receipt of an appeal or
copy thereof, the other party may file
a reply brief, in triplicate, with the
Board of Appellate Review. If the reply
brief is filed by the Director General,
he/she shall transmit a copy of it to the
respondent. The Director General shall
transmit the entire case record to the
Board of Appellate Review within 30
days after an appeal has been taken.

§ 18.21 Decision of the Board of Appel-
late Review.

The Board of Appellate Review shall
decide the appeal on the basis of the
record. The decision of the Board shall
be final, and not subject to further ad-
ministrative review. Copies of the
Board’s decision shall be forwarded
promptly to the parties by the Board.

§ 18.22 Notice of disciplinary action.

Upon the issuance of a final order
suspending a former officer or em-
ployee from practice before the Depart-
ment, the Director General shall give
notice thereof to appropriate officers
and employees of the Department. Offi-
cers and employees of the Department
shall refuse to participate in any ap-
pearance by such former officer or em-
ployee or to accept any communication
which constitutes the prohibited prac-
tice before the Department during the
period of suspension. The Director Gen-
eral shall take other appropriate dis-
ciplinary action as may be required by
the final order.
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
